Introduction.

The writing of this constitution has been undertaken to fill the moral and social vacuum created by all the inadequate ‘man-made’ systems that have plagued humanity and have led us into our own destruction and despair…The systems of communism, capitalism, monarchism, fascism, socialism, etc.. have all proven their inadequacies time and time again to meet the needs of the human being both physically and spiritually.

Section 1

Source of the Constitution.

“This Quran guides to that which is more upright, and it gives glad tidings to the believers who do good work that they will have a bountiful reward.” (17:9)

“Shall I seek other than God as a judge when He has sent down to you this Scripture fully detailed? Those to whom We have given the Scripture know it is sent down from your Lord with truth; so do not be of those who have doubt. And the word of your Lord has been completed with truth and justice, there is no changing His words. He is the Hearer, the Knower. “ (6:114-115)

“And We have sent down to you the Scripture with truth, authenticating what is present of the Scripture and superseding it. So judge between them by what God Has sent down, and do not follow their desires from what has come to you of the truth. For each of you We have made laws, and a structure; and had God willed, He would have made you all one nation, but He tests you with what He has given you; so strive to do good. To God you will return all of you, and He will inform you regarding that in which you dispute. And judge between them by what God Has sent down, and do not follow their wishes, and beware lest they divert you away from some of what God Has sent down to you. If they turn away, then know that God wants to inflict them with some of their sins; and most of the people are corrupt. Is it the judgment of the days of ignorance that they seek? Who is better than God as a judge for a people that comprehend?” (5:48-50)

“We have sent down to you a Scripture in which is your remembrance. Do you not comprehend?” (21:10)
The constitution of the Republic has been formed using the Quran as the source document above all else. The Quran cannot be superseded or amended by any power or law in the land.   



Section 2

Constitutional Rights.

 “And We have honoured the Children of Adam and carried them in the land and the sea, and We have provided for them of the good things, and We have preferred them over many of those We created in a marked preference.” (17:70) 

The rights outlined in this section are granted to every man, woman, and child. 

1. Freedom of Speech.

“And his people debated with him. He said: “Do you debate with me regarding God, when He Has guided me? I do not fear that which you have set-up except if my Lord wishes it so; my Lord encompasses all things with knowledge; will you not remember?” (6:80)

People have the right of free speech, freedom of the press, the right to assemble, the right to publicly protest, the right to establish unions, and the right to establish political parties.     
2. Freedom of Faith.

“And say: “The truth is from your Lord, so let whomever desires believe, and whomever desires reject.” We have prepared for the wicked a fire whose walls will be surrounding them. And if they cry out, they are given a water like boiling oil which burns their faces. What a miserable place!” (18:29)  

People have the right to believe, or not believe, in any faith or religion they may see fit. This right to worship includes the establishment of temples, mosques, synagogue, churches and any other constructs used for such purpose. 

3. Freedom of Movement. 

“And recall that He made you successors after ‘Aad, and He established you in the land so that you make palaces on its plains, and you carve homes in the mountains. So recall God’s grace, and do not roam the earth as corrupters” (7:74)

People may travel freely throughout the land with no hindrance, restriction, or delay. Such right extends to include the movement of goods. 

4. Right to Privacy.

“O you who believe, do not enter the prophet's homes except if you are invited to a meal, without you forcing such an invitation. But if you are invited, you may enter. And when you finish eating, you shall leave, without staying for conversation. This used to annoy the prophet, and he was shy to tell you. But God does not shy away from the truth. And if you ask his wives for something, ask them from behind a barrier. This is purer for your hearts and their hearts. And it is not for you to harm God’s messenger, nor that you should marry his wives after him. This is indeed a gross offence with God.” (33:53)

All people have the right to privacy against trespassing, obtaining, and/or sharing information.   

5. Right to Possess Wealth.

“It has been adorned for people to love the desire of the most modern things, and buildings, and ornaments made from gold and silver, and trained horses, and the livestock, and fields; they are the enjoyment of the world, and with God are the best goods.” (3:14)

People have the right to possess wealth and to engage in trade, development, and commerce according to the skills and talents of each individual.  

6. Right to be Secure. 

“And Abraham said: “My Lord, make this town secure, and provide for its inhabitants of the fruits for whoever believes in God and the last day”. He said: “As for he who rejects, I will let him enjoy for a while, then I will force him to the retribution of the Fire, what a miserable destiny!” (2:126) 

All people have the right to be granted provisions, shelter, and security within the ability of the Republic.    
7. Right to Equality.

“O people, We created you from a male and female, and We made you into nations and tribes, that you may know one another. Surely, the most honourable among you in the sight of God is the most righteous. God is Knowledgeable, Expert.” (49:13)

All men and women are granted equal rights and opportunities irrespective of race, colour, faith, or ethnic background.   

8. Right to Possess Arms.

“And We taught him the making of armour for you to protect you from your enemy. Are you then thankful?” (21:80)

All people will have the right to the possession of arm. Such arms may only be used in self-defence and are not to be carried or presented in public unless authorized.   

9. Right to Justice.

“And those who, when gross injustice befalls them, they seek justice” (42:39) 

All people have the right to justice against any wrongdoing or crime that befalls them. Such right shall be executed through the Department of justice without undue delay. 

10. Right to Elect Government.

“And Moses selected from his people seventy men for Our appointed time; so when the earthquake seized them, he said: “My Lord, if You wished You could have destroyed them before this, and me as well. Will you destroy us for what the foolish amongst us have done? It is all Your test, You misguide with it whom You please and You guide with it whom You please. You are our supporter, so forgive us and have mercy on us; You are the best forgiver.” (7:155)

People have the right to elect their representatives to head the legislative government through the Council of 12, and the judicial government through the High Court of 12.


Section 3

Structure of Government.
“O you who believe, obey God and obey the messenger and those in authority amongst you. But if you dispute in any matter, then you shall refer it to God and His messenger if you believe in God and the last day. That is better and more suitable for knowing.” (4:59)
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The structure of government within the Republic has been designed to ensure protection of its citizen rights as well as to create a vibrant and dynamic government to manage the needs and aspirations of its citizens. The structure is also designed to create check’s & balances whereby no one branch of government or one person may control the entire government. The structure of the government of the Republic is highlighted in the diagram below:

1. Citizens

Citizens of the Republic will be considered as the men and women who already possess citizenship of the government which this constitution is replacing, or who are currently residing within the territory coming under the jurisdiction of the Republic.  

All citizens are granted the rights and freedoms as outlined in section 2 of this constitution, in addition to the following power: 

· The power to approve amendments to the constitution. 

2. Council of 12

 “God Has taken the covenant of the Children of Israel and sent from them twelve representatives, and God said: “I am with you if you hold the assembly, and contribute towards betterment, and believe in My messengers, and support them, and give God a loan of righteousness; then I will cancel your sins and admit you into gardens with rivers flowing beneath.” Whoever rejects after this from you, then he has strayed from the path.” (5:12)
The Council is comprised of 12 elected members to manage and represent the Republic as the ‘executive branch’ of government. All decisions of the Council must be made by unanimous agreement with the following powers and responsibilities given: to appoint the President of the Republic, to approve the Heads of the various government departments as nominated by the President, to authorize the expenses and budgets for the Republic and its various departments, to declare warfare on behalf of the Republic against an identified enemy, to authorize peacekeeping missions as recommended by the President, to create or cancel government departments other than those listed in this constitution, to make a recommendation for any amendments to this constitution designed for the betterment of citizens lives and freedoms.  

None of the above mentioned powers or responsibilities may be discarded or delegated at any time. 

Council decisions shall be made by having all 12 members physically present together in order to debate and discuss face to face. If council members are unable to meet physically due to security concerns or act of war, then decisions may be made by passing such request in writing to the Council members seeking their approval (the act of unanimous approval will be maintained at all times). In case of a council member’s death or resignation, a new Council member shall be elected by the citizens to replace the vacant position with no undue delay. In case more than 5 council members resign at the same time, or are killed, or die, then a ‘random selection’ shall take place from the body of citizens who meet the criteria of council member to fill the vacant positions until the end of the original term is completed and new elections are held.

3. High Court of 12

“Say: “God is fully aware how long they remained, to Him is the unseen of heavens and earth, He sees and hears. They do not have besides Him any ally, nor does He share in His judgment with anyone.” (18:26)
The High Court comprises of 12 elected members to undertake the role of ‘legislative branch’ of the Republic through the process of unanimous agreement. The High Court and its departments are completely independent of the ‘executive branch’ to maintain objectivity and fairness in the Republic. The powers and responsibilities given to the High Court are: to appoint judges within the Department of Justice, to establish the maximum and minimum crime punishment limits if not specified within the constitution to be adhered to by all DoJ judges, to have superseding judgement on court rulings that come to it through the process of appeal, to grant citizenship, to endorse the recommendation for amendment to the constitution as made by the council, to remove from office any government official or council member who is in violation of the constitution, to ensure the functioning of all departments of government is within the legal framework of this constitution.  

None of the above mentioned powers or responsibilities may be discarded or delegated at any time. 

High Court decisions shall be made by having all 12 members physically present together in order to debate and discuss face to face. If high court members are unable to meet physically due to security concerns or act of war, then decisions may be made by passing such request in writing to the high court members seeking their approval (the act of unanimous approval will be maintained at all times). In case of a high court member’s death or resignation, a new member shall be elected by the citizens to replace the vacant position with no undue delay. In case more than 5 high court members resign at the same time, or are killed, or die, then a ‘random selection’ shall take place from the body of citizens who meet the criteria of members to fill the vacant positions until the end of the original term is completed and new elections are held.

4. Financing of Government.

All government departments, including the Council and High Court, shall be financed through the use of public funds as collected through taxation and/or the resources available to the Republic. The Department of Economic Development & Finance (DEDF) shall be responsible for the managing and administering of such funds, as well as their collection.   

5. Official Language used by Government.

“We have sent it down an Arabic Quran, perhaps you will comprehend.” (12:2)

Arabic shall be the official language used by government, though dual languages may be used by various departments based on coordination and agreement with the Council. 

6. Full Disclosure.

“Secret councils are from the devil, through which he seeks to cause grief to those who believed. However, he cannot hurt them against God's will. In God the believers shall trust.” (58:10)
Transparency, openness, and honesty are key elements to this constitution and the government responsible for administering it. All proposals brought to the Council and High Court for approval, and decisions made, shall be recorded and made available for public view with no undue delay. The Council and High Court meetings shall be made to accommodate a public audience or shall be broadcast to an open audience at all times except times of impeding danger or war.   
7. Election Process for the Council of 12 and High Court of 12.

The Department of Justice (DoJ) carries the responsibility of administering and managing the elections and the candidate pre-qualification process. If the DoJ has not yet been formed, then the elections will be administered by a neutral body of citizens formed by each town and city on a volunteer basis.  

All candidates applying for the Council or High Court will be ranked using a points system designed to highlight the most qualified for the task. The top 50 candidates for each branch of government will constitute the list of nominees legible for citizen election. Existing Council members and High Court members who wish to apply for a new term will automatically be considered as ‘pre-qualified’ and will be listed amongst the top 50 pre-qualified applicants. In case where there is a relation between pre-qualified candidates by blood or marriage (brother, sister, son, daughter, husband, wife, nephew, uncle, aunt, cousin, sister-in-law, brother-in-law), then the candidate with the lower points will be disqualified. All pre-qualified candidates will have their profiles, achievements, and bio-data available for review by all citizens to enable an informed judgement to be made. 

Only citizens aged 19 years and above will be eligible to vote. Elections will be considered legitimate if a minimum of 30% of eligible voters cast their votes. After votes are cast, the 12 candidates from each list with the highest number of votes obtained will be announced as Council or High Court members for a term of 5-years. Elections may be suspended during times of war, in which the presiding Council and High Court members shall continue in office until hostilities are ended and elections are able to be resumed. 

The elected member’s salary and financial benefits must be made clear from the outset to the public and to the member by the Department of Finance.

· Qualification Requirements for the Council of 12 and High Court of 12.

“And He is the One who made you inheritors on earth, and He raised some of you over others in grades, to test you with what He had given you. Your Lord is quick to punishment, and He is Forgiving, Merciful.” (6:165)

Candidates who wish to be nominated for either the Council or the High Court must meet the criteria listed below:

1. 40-year of age or older.

2. Must be a citizen of the Republic (male or female).

3. Is being nominated either for the Council or for the High Court.

4. Must have a minimum of 500 citizen signatures for consideration.

5. Must have a high moral standing and reputation in the community.

6. Must meet the moral values and behaviour as outlined in this section. 

7. Must submit a nomination application that contains bio-data and list of achievements/work over the years. 

8. Must be willing to swear the oath of office (see oath below).

Oath of Office: “I (member name to be placed here) solemnly swear before God and before the witness of the citizens of this Republic to uphold the role of (Council member or High Court member) to the best of my abilities to protect the integrity of the constitution and the Republic while living my life according to the laws and regulations of the Republic and while upholding the highest moral character. I swear never to abuse my position in any way shape or form for personal gain beyond the indemnities and authorities which have been granted to me. I swear never to carry favour to any person or persons or group be they family members or friends or acquaintances beyond what is fair and just. I swear to live the life I stand for and to promote the laws of peace and justice and equality wherever I may be. I have placed God as a witness over this oath of mine, may He have mercy on my soul and guide my heart and mind to always do right.”  

Moral values & behaviour for Council and High Court members:

“And We enjoined the human being to honour his parents. His mother bore him with hardship, gave birth to him in hardship, and his weaning lasts thirty months. Until he reaches his maturity, and reaches forty years, he says: “My Lord, direct me to appreciate the blessings You have bestowed upon me and upon my parents, and to do the righteous works that please You. And make my progeny be righteous as well. I have repented to You; I am of those who are in compliant” (46:15)

 “And serve God and do not set-up anything with Him, and be kind to the parents, the relatives, the needy, the neighbour who is of kin, the neighbour next door, the friend far away, the traveller, and those you are bound to by your oath. God does not like the arrogant, the boastful.” (4:36) 

“And if you are greeted with any greeting, then return an even better greeting or return the same. God is Reckoning over all things.“ (4:86)

“Have you not seen how God cites the example of a good word like a good tree, whose root is firm and its branches in the sky. It bears its fruit every so often my its Lord’s leave. And God cites the example for mankind, perhaps they will remember.” (14:24-25)

“And do not turn your cheek arrogantly from people, nor shall you roam the earth insolently. For God does not like the arrogant show offs. And be humble in how you walk and lower your voice. For the harshest of all voices is the donkey's voice” (31:18-19)

“Invite to the path of your Lord with wisdom and good advice, and argue with them with that which is better. Your Lord is fully aware of who is misguided from His path, and He is fully aware of the guided ones.” (16:125)

“And your Lord decreed that you shall not serve except Him, and do good to your parents. When one of them or both of them reaches old age, do not say to them a word of disrespect nor shout at them, but say to them a kind saying. And lower for them the wing of humility through mercy, and say: “My Lord, have mercy upon them as they have raised me when I was small” (17:23-24) 

“And race towards forgiveness from your Lord and a Paradise whose width is as the width of the heavens and earth, it has been prepared for the righteous. The ones who spend in prosperity and adversity, and who repress anger, and who pardon the people; God loves the good doers. And those who, if they commit any evil, or wrong themselves, they remember God and seek forgiveness for their sins. And who forgives the sins except God? And they do not persist in what they have done while they know.” (3:133-135)

“Not equal is the good and the bad response. You shall resort to the one which is better. Thus, the one who was your enemy, may become your friend.” (41:34) 

“And the servants of the Almighty who walk on the earth in humility and if the ignorant speak to them, they say: “Peace” (25:63)

“O you who believe, let not any people ridicule other people, for they may be better than they. Nor shall any women ridicule other women, for they may be better than they. Nor shall you mock one another, or call each other names. Evil indeed is the reversion to wickedness after attaining faith. Anyone who does not repent, then these are the transgressors.” (49:11) 



Section 4

Executive Branch of Government (Council of 12)

The Council of 12, through the powers granted to them in section 3, shall administer the Republic through the following people/departments: 

· The President.

 “And Abraham was tested by commands from His Lord, which he completed. He said: “I will make you a role model for the people” He replied: “And from my progeny?” He said: “My pledge will not encompass the wicked” (2:124)

The President of the Republic is selected by the Council of 12 to sit office for a term of 5 years, which is renewable.  The President is answerable to the Council at all times and must submit verbal or written briefing reports to the Council as well as attending any briefing sessions which the Council may require (the frequency of such sessions is to be set by the Council). The President is given the following powers & responsibilities through this constitution: the power to set strategies which are to be adhered to by all departments under the executive branch, the power to call for spot audits by the DoJ on any department of government including the DoJ itself, the power to initiate legal proceedings through the DoJ against any government employee in violation of the law or the constitution (such legal proceedings may not be initiated by the President against Council), the power to delegate his/her authorities to the Vice President and/or the Ministers, the responsibility to recommend budgets and expenses of the government to the Council.    

The President is required to nominate a vice President who will hold term equal to the President, as well as to nominate Ministers for each executive branch department. All nominations are subject to Council approval. The President may not terminate the Vice President or any department head before the end of the appointed term except through the decision of the Council. In case of the President’s death or resignation, the vice President will automatically assume the role of President until the completion of the original President’s term in office or the selection of a new President by the Council.

The eligibility requirements for a President of the Republic is as follows:

1. Must be 30-years of age or older (male or female).

2. Must be a citizen of the Republic.
3. Must have a high moral standing and reputation in the community.

4. Must swear the oath of office to the Republic (see oath below).

Oath of Office: “I (name of President to be placed here) solemnly swear before God and before the witness of the Council and the citizens of this Republic to uphold the role of President to the best of my abilities to protect the integrity of the constitution and the Republic while living my life according to the laws and regulations of the Republic and while upholding the highest moral character. I swear to obey the Council without delay in all that is deemed lawful and righteous and within their legal authority. I swear never to abuse my position in any way shape or form for personal gain beyond the indemnities and authorities which have been granted to me. I swear never to carry favour to any person or persons or group be they family members or friends or acquaintances beyond what is fair and just. I swear to live the life I stand for and to promote the laws of peace and justice and equality wherever I may be. I have placed God as a witness over this oath of mine, may He have mercy on my soul and guide my heart and mind to always do right.”  

The salary and financial benefits of this position will be determined by the Council and will be made known to the general public.  

· Vice President.

“And allow for me an advisor from my family. Aaron, my brother. So that I may strengthen my resolve through him. And share with him my mission.” (20:29-32)
The powers and responsibilities of the Vice President shall be a duplication of those granted to the President in the case of the President’s absence or resignation, or death, or through delegation.   

The eligibility requirements for the Vice President shall be the same as those for President:

5. Must be 30-years of age or older (male or female).

6. Must be a citizen of the Republic.
7. Must have a high moral standing and reputation in the community.

8. Must swear the oath of office to the Republic (see oath below).

Oath of Office: “I (name of Vice President to be placed here) solemnly swear before God and before the witness of the Council and the citizens of this Republic to uphold the role of Vice President to the best of my abilities to protect the integrity of the constitution and the Republic while living my life according to the laws and regulations of the Republic and while upholding the highest moral character. I swear to obey the Council without delay in all that is deemed lawful and righteous and within their legal authority. I swear never to abuse my position in any way shape or form for personal gain beyond the indemnities and authorities which have been granted to me. I swear never to carry favour to any person or persons or group be they family members or friends or acquaintances beyond what is fair and just. I swear to live the life I stand for and to promote the laws of peace and justice and equality wherever I may be. I have placed God as a witness over this oath of mine, may He have mercy on my soul and guide my heart and mind to always do right.”  

The salary and package of the Vice President will be included in the nomination letter signed by the President to the Council and will be made known to the general public. 

· Ministers.

“She said: “O leaders, advise me in this matter of mine, for I will not take a decision until you give testimony.” (27:32)
Each department under the executive branch of government shall be headed by a Minister. The Ministers shall be nominated by the President to serve a term equal to the President. The appointment of Ministers shall be subject to the Council’s approval. Ministers are answerable directly to the President and must follow the structure and management requirements as placed by him/her.  

The powers and responsibilities of the Ministers shall be set by the President through delegation of his/her own powers that are granted under this constitution. The management of the respective departments shall at all times be subject to the guidelines outlined within this constitution. 

The eligibility requirements for the nomination of a Minister are as follows:

1. Must be 30-years of age or older (male or female). 
2. Must be a citizen of the Republic.
3. Must have a high moral standing and reputation in the community.

4. Must swear the oath of office to the Republic (see oath below).

Oath of Office: “I (Minister’s name to be placed here) solemnly swear before God and before the witness of the Council, the President and the citizens of this Republic to uphold the role of Minister to the best of my abilities to protect the integrity of the constitution and the Republic while living my life according to the laws and regulations of the Republic and while upholding the highest moral character. I swear to obey the President and the Council without delay in all that is deemed lawful and righteous and within their legal authority. I swear never to abuse my position in any way shape or form for personal gain beyond the indemnities and authorities which have been granted to me. I swear never to carry favour to any person or persons or group be they family members or friends or acquaintances beyond what is fair and just. I swear to live the life I stand for and to promote the laws of peace and justice and equality wherever I may be. I have placed God as a witness over this oath of mine, may He have mercy on my soul and guide my heart and mind to always do right.”  

The salary and package of the minister will be included in the nomination letter signed by the President to the Council and will be made known to the general public.

Department of Economic Development & Finance (DEDF).
“Wealth and buildings are the beauty of this life. But the good deeds that remain behind is better with your Lord for a reward, and better for hope.” (18:46)
The DEDF is founded on the principle of economic development in working towards the betterment of life for all citizens of the Republic and working towards the development of a vibrant and active economy based on the principles of justice and transparency.  
· The Monetary Base. 

“O you who believe, many of the Priests and Monks consume people’s money in falsehood, and they turn away from the path of God. And those who hoard gold and silver, and do not spend it in the cause of God, give them news of a painful retribution.” (9:34)

Money shall be considered that which is coined from gold and/or silver or that which is printed and backed by gold and/or silver as an acceptable medium for exchange between citizens of the Republic and is the method by which the government of the Republic shall settle its debts and pay its dues. The coining and/or printing of money shall be the responsibility of the DEDF alone and may not be contracted to any other department or 3rd party under any circumstances. The denominations and weight of the Money will be determined by the DEDF and will be subject to periodic reviews which will take into account the fair market value of commercial gold and commercial silver. The annual amount of money coined by the DEDF should not exceed the expected trade and manufacturing production of the Republic in any given year. 

No other body (government or private) has the right to coin gold and silver, nor will any money be considered valid unless it is originally coined by the DEDF (copiers and counterfeiters will bear a legal punishment as determined by the Department of Justice).

· The Currency. 

“And from among the people of the scripture are those whom if you entrust him with an ounce he gives it back to you, and there are those whom if you entrust with a Dinar he will not return it to you unless you are standing over him. That is because they said: “We have no obligation towards the gentiles” They say about God lies while knowing.” (3:75)

“And they sold him for a low price, a few Dirhams, and they regarded him as insignificant.” (12:20)

The DEDF will use the terms ‘Dinar & Dirham’ to refer to the denominations of the monetary system. Dinar is the base name, while Dirham(s) is the sub-unit within the Dinar. 

· Taxation.

“You should know that anything you gain, then one-fifth shall go to God and the messenger, and the relatives, and the orphans, and the poor, and the wayfarer. You will do this if you believe in God and in what We revealed to Our servant on the day of the Criterion, the day the two armies clashed. God is able to do all things.” (8:41)

· All citizens, workers, and residents in the Republic are subject to a flat 20% wage tax.

· Income for all entities, as well as individuals involved in trade, is subject to a 20% tax calculated on net profit only (deducting all costs associated).

· Negative income transactions, or people without wage will not be subject to any tax provided that the DEDF is able to substantiate such claims.

· Government, all its holdings, and charities are exempt from all tax.

The DEDF requires all companies and individuals paying taxes to submit evidence of revenue and wages in the form of audited financial statements or wage slips or any other documentation required to enforce the tax law. The DEDF may request additional documents or clarification as it sees fit in carrying out its tasks. Any attempts to mislead the DEDF or transactions which appear to be fraudulent in nature gives the DEDF the right to take legal action against the offender through the Ministry of Justice. The DEDF reserves the right to establish multiple or unified collection dates for the payment of taxes, on condition that the collection date shall not extend beyond once every 365 days.  

· Use of DEDF Tax Funds.
“They ask you what they should spend, say: “What you spend out of goodness should go to your family and the relatives and the orphans, and the needy, and the wayfarer. And any good you do, God is fully aware of it.” (2:215)
The DEDF is responsible for making available the funds for the use of all other ministries within the Republic as per the approval of the President and the Council in the annual budget allocation.  The funds will be held in trust by the DEDF and will only be disbursed to the concerned ministry based on valid invoices being presented in line with the purpose approved by the budget and duly signed by the authorized signatories of the concerned ministry (no payments will be made to the concerned ministry without the proper documentation unless the approval of the President is obtained with clear justification given). The DEDF has the right and obligation to audit the financial statements and books of all of the Republic’s ministries periodically and without giving notice and to submit its finding to the DEDF Minister and the President.

The DEDF must also have its own budget approved by the President and the Council along with the other ministries which will include all expenditures expected during the year (this should include economic development projects and interest free loans for small businesses and citizens).      

All funds must be securely held in the DEDF treasury.  

· Banking.

Banking licences shall be granted by the DEDF to allow the following: 

1. The establishment of vaults to hold people’s money for safekeeping in return for an agreed upon fee to be paid by the depositor to the bank. The owner of the money must be given title or proof of his deposit by the bank and the bank assumes full responsibility for any losses or theft. The people or entities depositing are permitted to write checks or notes or open letters of credit or financial guarantees to make a payment to others provided they have the actual money to cover such checks or notes in the bank.  Persons or entities who write checks or notes without having the monetary coverage for such amounts will be subject to legal action as determined by the DoJ. The bank is responsible for ensuring that the money of its depositors remains in its vaults until it is withdrawn by its legal owner or the person to whom an amount has been paid by check or note. The bank is prohibited from using, leasing, investing or benefiting from the money in its vaults in any way shape or form beyond the holding fee that is paid to it unless explicitly and in writing authorized by the depositor to do so.

2. The granting of credit or credit facilities by the bank to individuals or entities on condition that the bank has available 100% of the funds it is lending and that no fractional lending is taking place. The money being lent by the bank must be its own money, or it must have clear authorization from the owner of the money allowing such lending to take place. Banks lending money which is not their own or is not authorized by the owner of the money may be subject to DoJ charges and a revocation of licence. 

3. To transport and/or transfer money locally or abroad as payment against checks written or credit extended.  

4. To buy and sell foreign currencies.

All banks are subject to DEDF spot checks and audits as and when the DEDF sees fit. Banks are not permitted to obtain Investment House licences and vice-versa.

· Investment Houses.

The Investment Houses are establishments who take deposits from people and then invest such monies in specific projects (housing, manufacturing, trading, development, etc..) which the depositor must be made fully aware through a written contract signed by both parties and which must not involve any financial interest or illegal activities locally or abroad. The Investment House must participate with upto 20% of its own money alongside the investors and must be subject to the same risks that the depositors are taking. The split of profits must be pro-rata to the amounts invested while the Investment House is permitted to charge a fee for its services (this fee must be made clear in writing to the depositors prior to investing their money).

The depositor must be made fully aware of the risks involved and is liable to lose 100% of his/her investment. Investment Houses must be licensed by the DEDF and are subject to spot inspections and audit of books and premises by the DEDF. 

· Authorities & Powers of the DEDF.

Within the approved annual budget, the DEDF under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DEDF organization, staff training and promotion, coining and/or printing money, setting money weights and denominations, collecting tax money, regulating financial institutions and money exchangers through the issuance of licences and operating rules. 


Department of Security & Defense (DoSD).
“God defends those who believe. God does not like any betrayer, rejecter. It is permitted for those who have been persecuted to fight. And God is able to give them victory.” (22:38-39)

The DoSD has been established to protect the Republic, its citizens, and property ranging from internal/domestic disturbance, to outside aggression in any shape way or form such aggression may take (be it direct military action or covert espionage operations).

· Law Enforcement Efforts.

“And if two parties of believers battle with each other, you shall reconcile them; but if one of them aggresses against the other, then you shall battle the one aggressing until it complies with God's command. Once it complies, then you shall reconcile the two groups with justice, and be equitable; for God loves those who are equitable. The believers are brothers; so reconcile between your brothers, and be aware of God, that you may receive mercy.” (49:9-10)

The DoSD is responsible for all law enforcement activities within the Republic. The DoSD shall enforce the law strictly as defined by the DoJ rulings which may not be challenged or undermined or revoked except by the DoJ itself. The DoSD shall also be responsible for ensuring the safety of citizens and property by having an adequate presence in all areas of the community which require protection. The DoSD shall also establish separate divisions which deal with all forms of civil requirement (fire & emergency rescue services, natural disaster services, etc..). 

· Prisons.

“And with him in the prison entered two young men. One of them said: “I dreamt that I was pressing wine”, and the other said: “I dreamt that I was carrying bread on top of my head, and that the birds were eating from it” “Tell us what this means, for we see that you are of the good doers” (12:36)

The DoSD is responsible for the establishment and management of prisons as required throughout the Republic. The DoSD is forbidden from placing any person in prison unless he/she is involved in a crime and a sentence has been issued after a fair and just hearing through a DoJ trial. Prisoners involved in a crime may not be held longer than 3-days without being tried. False accusations by the DoSD or false imprisonment or extended holding periods beyond what was set-out by the DoJ will lead in the prosecution of all officers involved.   

Prisoners are to be held in groups of 3 or less depending on the circumstances. Prisoners are to be provided adequate food, water, clothing and medical treatment. Visitations to prisoners are allowed in conformity with the schedules to be set-out by the DoSD. Prisoners are to be given ample opportunity for study, education, learning of crafts/skills, etc. to positively utilize time spent in prison.

Prisoners are to be treated humanely and with respect at all times. No abuse, torture, physical pain, suffering, is allowed at any time. Officers found guilty of such acts will be subject to prosecution by the DoJ.   

· Establishing an Army. 

“Warfare has been decreed for you while you hate it; and perhaps you may hate something while it is good for you, and perhaps you may love something while it is bad for you; God knows while you do not know.” (2:216) 

“And muster for them all that you can of might, and from the steeds of war, that you may instil fear with it towards God’s enemy and your enemy, and others beside them whom you do not know but God knows them. And whatever you spend in the cause of God will be returned to you, and you will not be wronged.” (8:60)
The Republic has the full right to establish a military comprising of air, sea and land forces (or otherwise) as its sees fit to defend its constitution, its citizens, and its properties. During peace-time, the army is to be kept at a minimum and excess military personnel are to be retrained and redeployed in peacekeeping and law enforcement activities. 
· Military Service.

“O prophet, urge the believers to fight. If there are twenty of you who are patient, they will defeat two hundred. And if there are one hundred of you, they will defeat one thousand from amongst those who reject; that is because they are a people who do not comprehend.” (8:65) 
The army of the Republic shall be made-up of men and women who render such a service of their own free will and under no compulsion whatsoever. These individuals are to be provided a wage and other benefits and services as established by the DoSD.  The individuals who are entering into this service must sign a contract developed by the DoSD stating what their obligations are and what is the obligation of the DoSD towards them (the contract must have a release clause for those who do not wish to continue military service). In wartime, the Republic may call on able bodied men and women who of their own free will are willing to form militia’s to defend the Republic and its citizens.   

· Research & Development.

“That you may make armour coats that fit perfectly, and work righteousness. For I am Seer of what you do.” (34:11)
 
“And We taught him the making of armour for you to protect you from your enemy. Are you then thankful?” (21:80)
The DoSD will invest in people and in research to strengthen its defence capabilities to meet any exiting or future threat/challenge.
· Reconnaissance & Information Gathering.

 “But the hoopoe did not stay away long, then he said: “I have seen what you do not know, and I have come to you from Sheba with news which is certain”.   (27:22) 
The DoSD is allowed to conduct reconnaissance and information gathering missions which will enable knowledge of the enemy's forces/capabilities and/or location. This information is only to be used for the defense of the Republic and to limit the number of casualties on both sides of the conflict.
· Warfare.

“Warfare has been decreed for you while you hate it; and perhaps you may hate something while it is good for you, and perhaps you may love something while it is bad for you; God knows while you do not know.” (2:216)
Warfare shall be determined as follows:

1. Defensive Warfare.

“And fight in the cause of God against those who fight you, but do not transgress, God does not like the aggressors. And kill them wherever you find them, and expel them from where they expelled you, and know that persecution is worse than being killed. And do not fight them at the restricted Temple unless they fight you in it; if they fight you then kill them, thus is the reward of the disbelievers. And if they cease, then God is Forgiving, Merciful. And fight them so there is no more persecution, and so that the system is God’s. If they cease, then there will be no aggression except against the wicked.” (2:190-193) 
This is where the territory of the Republic has come under direct attack or threat of attack. In such a case, the DoSD is granted the automatic authority to conduct full battle mobilization and to conduct limited defensive strikes in relation to the attacks incurred. The President, in joint co-ordination with the Council, shall assume leadership of the military without undue delay, set strategy, and direct the war effort until the invading force(s) are driven out entirely from the areas occupied, or if they completely surrender. No treaties, negotiations, or ceasefires may be entered into or honoured by the President or the Council until the enemy has surrendered or has been fully driven out from the lands of the Republic. Any such treaties or negotiations entered into on behalf of the Republic shall be considered null & void by order of this constitution.

2. Aggressive Warfare.

“And why do you not fight in the cause of God, when the weak amongst the men and women and children say: “Our Lord, bring us out of this town whose people are wicked, and grant us from Yourself a Supporter, and grant us from Yourself a Victor!” (4:75)  
 “Those who have believed and emigrated and strived with their money and lives in the cause of God, and those who sheltered and supported; these are the allies of one another. And those who believed but did not emigrate, you do not owe them any allegiance until they emigrate. But if they seek your help in the system, then you must support them, except if it is against a people with whom there is a treaty between you. God is watcher over what you do.” (8:72)
“And if they break their oaths after making them, and they attack the authority of your system; then you may kill the chiefs of rejection. Their oaths are nothing to them, perhaps they will then cease” (9:12)

"O you who believe, when you attack in the cause of God then do so after clarifying, and do not say to those who greet you with peace: “You are not a believer!” You are seeking the vanity of this world; but with God are many riches. That is how you were before, but God favoured you, so clarify. God is expert over what you do." (4:94) 
The Council is the only body who may authorize warfare outside of the boundaries of the Republic, on condition that such warfare is limited to one of the following justifications:

1. It is coming to the aid of oppressed people who have made a public call for help. 

2. Threatening behaviour/actions is displayed by a group/nation against the Republic. 
3. In peacekeeping missions with nations/people with whom the Republic has a treaty.
The party being aggressed against must be formally and publicly made aware of the reasons for the attack and a reasonable opportunity be given to the nation which is about to be attacked to respond and amend. Waging aggressive warfare without following these rules will entail severe legal action against the offending officers of the Republic. 
· Desertion. 

"O you who believe; when you encounter those who have rejected on the battlefield, then do not flee from them.  And whosoever on that day flees from them; unless it is part of the battle strategy or if he is retreating back to his group; then he has drawn God’s wrath upon him, and his abode will be Hell! What a miserable destiny.” (8:15-16) 
Desertion from the military or from battle shall inflict action against the offending person through the criminal court of the DoJ.  

· Scope of Warfare & Conduct. 

 “And if they cease, then God is Forgiving, Merciful. And fight them so there is no more persecution, and so that the system is God’s. If they cease, then there will be no aggression except against the wicked. ” (2:192-193)

With the exception of defensive warfare which is conducted until the enemy/invader is completely driven out or surrenders, all other warfare conducted by the Republic is to be done while exercising patience and restraint at all times. The DoSD and its combat personnel are prohibited from fighting or attacking non-combatants in any shape way or form unless they have placed themselves within the territory of the Republic and are being driven out. Combatants who withdraw to territories of nations with which the Republic has a covenant/treaty may not be harmed as long as they are not launching attacks from such territory. 
· Prisoners of War. 
“And it was not for any prophet to take prisoners unless it was in battle. You desire the materials of this world, while God wants the Hereafter for you. God is Proud, Wise.” (8:67)

Prisoners are only allowed to be taken in battle or warfare and not during peacetime or non-combative action. 

· Treatment of Prisoners.

“O prophet, say to those prisoners whom you hold: “If God finds in your hearts any good, He will grant you better than what He took from you, and He will forgive you. God is Forgiving, Merciful” (8:70)
Prisoners of war are to be treated with dignity and respect at all times and must be provided food and shelter and medical assistance. Prisoners are not to be humiliated, tortured, subjected to psychological or physical stress at any time during their captivity. Any DoSD officer or staff found guilty of violating the prisoner treatment laws will be subject to legal action as determined by the Department of Justice. 

· Prisoner Exchange & Release. 

“So, if you encounter those who have rejected, then strike their necks until you capture them, then bind them securely. Then you may either set them free or ransom them, until the war ends. And had God willed, He alone could have beaten them, but He thus tests you by one another. As for those who get killed in the cause of God, He will never let their deeds be put to waste.” (47:4)
Prisoners may be exchanged or set free during a war based on what is deemed to be in the best interest of the Republic as determined by the DoSD. However, once the war is officially over, then all prisoners must be released immediately and returned to their homeland or given shelter in the Republic if that is their request and it is deemed to represent no threat. 
· The Ending of Military Conflict. 
“And fight in the cause of God against those who fight you, but do not transgress, God does not love the aggressors. And kill them wherever you find them, and expel them from where they expelled you, and know that persecution is worse than being killed. And do not fight them at the Sacred Temple unless they fight you in it; if they fight you then kill them, thus is the reward of the disbelievers.” (2:190-191) 
 “And if they seek peace, then you also seek it, and put your trust in God. He is the Hearer, the Knowledgeable. And if they wish to deceive you, then God is sufficient for you. He is the One who supported you with His victory and with the believers.” (8:61-62) 
The military campaign can only end with the invaders being driven out (if it is a defensive war) or if the Council decides to cease the military campaign (if it is an aggressive war). No treaties or withdrawals are permitted in a defensive war until the enemy has fully withdrawn from all occupied areas or has surrendered.  If the enemy has withdrawn, then a peace treaty may be held if it is requested by the aggressor.

· Spoils of War. 

“They ask you regarding the Spoils of war, say: “The Spoils of war are for God and the messenger” So be aware of God, and be upright in matters between you; and obey God and His messenger if you are believers.” (8:1)
In war, all spoils are to be administered by the Department of Economic Development & Finance for distribution into the economy and the Republic.
· Secret Operations/Missions

“And from among the people are those whose words you admire about this worldly life, but God is witness as to what is in his heart, for he is the worst in opposition. And if he gains power, he seeks to corrupt the earth and destroy its crops, and people’s lineage. God does not like corruption.” (2:204-205)

The DoSD and its personnel and all citizens of the Republic are prohibited from conducting secret warfare or operations designed to destabilize, undermine, or corrupt the systems of foreign nations. The Republic will always be bound by transparency and honesty and the desire to benefit the lives of humans inside the Republic and elsewhere on earth. 

· Campaigns of Conquest. 
“If you sought conquest, then conquest has come to you, but if you cease, then it is better for you. And if you return again, then We will also return, and your group will avail you nothing even if it is many. God is with the believers.” (8:19)
Campaigns with the intent of conquest are prohibited from being conducted.
· Military Campaign Set-backs.
It was when defeat struck you; while you were defeated twice similarly; you said: “Where is this coming from?” Say: “It is from yourselves” God is capable of all things.” (3:165) 

The leadership and DoSD officers are required to re-assess the conduct of the military and not to pursue a continued line of set-backs without realizing where the damage is being caused from (weak strategy, weak equipment, or lack of will to fight). Ignoring set-backs and continuing with military campaigns without re-evaluation will cause an automatic investigation to be launched by the DoJ and incompetent parties upto the level of the Council may be penalized with loss of position and title for neglect (criminal charges may be raised if clear negligence caused loss of life of soldiers or citizens).   

· Authorities & Powers of the DoSD.

Within the approved annual budget, the DoSD under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoSD organization and promotion, staff recruitment and training, police, civil defence planning, fire and rescue services, natural disaster centre, DoSD strategy and military arming, establishment of code of conduct and rules of engagement for its military, self-regulation of its staff and their conduct, establishment of military bases on land leased by the government locally or abroad, signing of supply contracts locally or abroad, signing of contracts regarding construction and engineering of bases and/or prisons and/or training facilities, conducting military exercises/tests while ensuring the safety of the Republic’s citizens and property at all times. 


Department of Trade & Commerce (DoTC)

“O you who believe, do not consume your money between you unjustly, except through a trade which is mutually agreed by you. And do not kill yourselves; God is Merciful towards you.” (4:29)

DoTC shall be the regulating body for agriculture, trade, and commerce within the Republic as well as the establishment of minimum wage standards for workers.
· Trade & Commerce .

“O you who believe, do not consume your money between you unjustly, except through a trade which is mutually agreed by you. And do not kill yourselves; God is Merciful towards you.” (4:29)

Trade is permitted in all forms as long as it is not being used as a cover to take financial interest or to deceive people. Both parties being aware of the transaction they are entering into makes the trade valid according to DoTC trade laws. Trade in goods, services, and property is allowed. Foreign trade is also allowed on condition that there is an existing Department of Foreign Affairs treaty in-place with the concerned foreign nation.    

· Property Ownership/Investments.

Both citizens and foreigners shall be allowed to own, trade, and invest in businesses or property within the Republic.  

· Drug/Alcohol/Gambling.
“And from the fruits of the palm trees and the grapes you make intoxicants and a good income. In that is a sign for a people who comprehend.” (16:67)

 “They ask you about intoxicants and gambling. Say: “In them is great harm, and a benefit for the people; but their harm is greater than their benefit” And they ask you how much are they to spend, say: “The excess” It is thus that God clarifies for you the revelations that you may think.” (2:219)

The selling and trading of alcohol is permitted under licence from the DoTC which will be regulated and structured to limit the number of alcohol venders and outlets in the Republic. Gambling is permitted only under licence from DoTC. 
The trading, selling, consumption of drugs is permitted only for medicinal use as regulated by the DoTC. 

· Authorities & Powers of the DoTC.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoTC under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoTC organization, staff training and promotion, establishment of offices and trade centres, licensing and regulation of entities involved in trade & commerce, establishing minimum wage for workers, the signing of trade agreements with foreign nations, imposing penalties on persons or entities in licence violation or trade/work conduct violation.  


Department of Culture & Science (DoCS).

 “They made for him what he desired of temples, and statues, and pools of deep reservoirs, and heavy cooking pots. “O family of David, work to show thanks” Only a few of My servants are appreciative.” (34:13) 

The DoCS is the cultural backbone of the Republic engaging in the promotion of the arts as well as supervising and encouraging technological and scientific advancement. 

· Scientific Centers.

“Say: “Roam the earth and observe how the creation was initiated. Thus God will establish the final creation. God is capable of all things” (29:20)

“He said: “O leaders, which of you can bring me her throne before they come to me compliant?” A powerful being from among the Jinn said: “I will bring it to you before you rise from your council. For I am strong and trustworthy” And one who had knowledge from the scripture said: “I will bring it to you before you blink” So when he saw it resting before him, he said: “This is from the grace of my Lord, so that He tests me whether I am thankful or whether I reject. As for he who is thankful, he is thankful for himself, and as for he who rejects, then my Lord is Rich, Bountiful”(27:38-40)
The DoCS is responsible for establishing research departments and field studies to best understand the nature of the planet we inhabit as well as the history of our species and nations that have come before us. The DoCS will administer the study of archaeology and earth sciences for the public knowledge of the Republic’s citizens as well as for the betterment of life through science.  

· Space Study & Exploration.

“And landmarks, and by the stars they use to guide.” (16:16)

“O assembly of Jinn and humans, if you can penetrate the outer limits of the heavens and the earth, go ahead and penetrate. You will not penetrate without authorization.” (55:33) 

Space study and exploration is also under the responsibility of the DoCS to find benefits from the unique position of our planet in the solar system and to advance human knowledge and understanding of this great creation of the cosmos.

· Authorities & Powers of the DoCS.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoCS under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoCS organization, staff training and promotion, establishment of scientific departments and research centers, establishment of grants and funds to assist in exploration and research, contracting local and foreign companies for civil or aeronautical construction, developing of centers across the Republic for the arts and sciences, working with the Ministry of Education to pass on findings and research to students and citizens.  


Department of Foreign Affairs (DoFA).

“O mankind, We created you from a male and female, and We made you into nations and tribes, that you may know one another. Surely, the most honourable among you in the sight of God is the most righteous. God is Knowledgeable, Expert.” (49:30)

The Republic shall have a Department of Media & Foreign Affairs to correspond and deal with other nations and people in the manner that best suits and represents the values and ideals of this Republic.  

· Offices & Embassies.

The DoFA will arrange for offices or embassies in nations which are deemed friendly to the Republic and by which trade and commerce may be established. The DoFA will ensure that such premises and the officers working in them represent the best values and ideals of the Republic.

· Treaties and Agreements.

“Except for those with whom you had a treaty from among those who have set-up partners if they did not reduce anything from it nor did they plan to attack you; you shall continue the treaty with them until its expiry. God loves the righteous.” (9:4)

“O you who believe do not take protection from any besides yourselves, they will only disrupt you greatly. They wish that you suffer; the hatred appears from their mouths and what their chests hide is greater! We have made clear for you the signs if you comprehend.” (3:118)

"And if you fear a betrayal from a people, then return to them their agreement on equal terms. God does not like the betrayers." (8:58) 
Treaties for the Republic are to be negotiated by the DoFA in co-ordination with other related parties. Defence or military or alliance treaties with nations other than those that share the same ideals and values of the Republic is prohibited under any and all circumstances. All treaties must have expiry dates at which time they are reviewed again by both parties. No treaty is valid unless it is approved by the President and the majority of the Council. The Republic is to be weary from making treaties with nations where a betrayal is suspected. In such cases, the DoFA should recommend to dissolve any existing treaty which can be achieved by the President and the majority Council approval. In cases of aggression against the Republic, treaties with the aggressing nation become null & void. 

· Annual Conference.

“And proclaim to mankind with the pilgrimage, they will come to you walking and on every transport, they will come from every deep enclosure. So that they may witness benefits for themselves and recall God’s name in a limited number of days over what He Has provided for them of the animal livestock. So eat from it and feed the needy and the poor.” (22:27-28)

The DoFA is to make all necessary preparations for an annual meeting which will be an open invitation to the nations of the world to come and see the constitution of the Republic at work. The activities to be arranged by the DoFA include, but are not limited to: seminars, guest speakers, trade shows, etc..  

· Authorities & Powers of the DoFA.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoFA under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoFA organization, staff training and promotion, establishment of offices and embassies in foreign nations, the negotiation of treaties (endorsement and approval of treaties is left to the Council). 


Department of Education (DoE).

“Do they not reflect on the Quran? If it was from any other than God they would have found it very different.” (4:82)
The DoE is tasked with establishing, managing, and improving the schooling system that shall be available to children and adults of the Republic. The most basic DoE schooling will be provided free to all children within the Republic, while higher or advanced education shall be subject to DoE funding availability. The DoE will encourage free-thinking by students and focus on open debate and discussion in its curriculum. The DoE will not engage in any brain washing tactics or forced learning, nor shall it have any ‘hidden’ agendas.      

· Principle of Education.
“And as such We showed Abraham the kingdom of heavens and earth, so that he will be of those who have certainty. When the night covered him, he saw a planet, and he said: “This is my Lord” But when it disappeared he said: “I do not like those that disappear” So when he saw the moon rising, he said: “This is my Lord” But when it disappeared he said: “If my Lord will not guide me, then I will be among the wicked people!” So when he saw the sun rising, he said: “This is my Lord, this is bigger” But when it disappeared he said: “My people, I am innocent of that which you have set-up” “I shall turn my face to the One who initiated the heavens and the earth, in monotheism, and I am not of those who set-up partners” (6:75-79) 

The education system of the Republic shall be built on the foundation of allowing and encouraging students to question and think for themselves. The DoE shall design its curriculums to encourage and reward innovative and entrepreneurial behavior, while avoiding ‘group think’. 

· Moral Responsibility.

“Say: “Come let me recite to you what your Lord Has forbidden for you: that you should not set-up anything with Him; and be kind to your parents; and do not kill your unborn children for fear of poverty, We provide for you and for them; and do not come near lewdness, what is plain of it or subtle; and do not kill the soul which God Has forbidden, except by justice. That is what He enjoined you that you may comprehend. And do not come near the money of the orphan, except for what is best, until he reached his maturity; and give honestly full measure and weight equitably. We do not burden a soul except by what it can bear, and if you speak then be just even if against a relative; and regarding the pledges made to God, you shall observe them. This He Has enjoined you that you may remember.” And this is My path, a Straight One, so follow it, and do not follow the other paths lest they divert you from His path. That is what He has enjoined you to that you may be righteous.” (6:151-153)

The DoE is required to uphold and pass on the highest moral values of honesty, integrity, justice, compassion, and moral behaviour to our children and young adults.  
· Authorities & Powers of the DoE.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoE under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoE organization, staff hiring training and promotion, establishment of offices and schools across the Republic, and the establishment of the school curriculum, licensing of private schools and places of higher education. 


Department of Municipality & Planning (DoMP).

 “Did they not roam the earth and see how it ended for those before them? They were more powerful than them and they cultivated the land and they built in it far more than they have built, and their messengers came to them with the proofs. God was not to wrong them, but it was they who wronged themselves.” (30:9) 

The DoMP is responsible for the construction of the civil infrastructure required to operate the Republic. The DoMP must employ the very best engineers and minds in the development of city plans taking into account the topography of the areas and the population distribution.  
· Undeveloped Land Regulations.

Land owned by individuals or entities which is not developed or being efficiently utilized shall be subject to penalties at rates to be set by the DoMP.

· Authorities & Powers of the DoMP.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoMP under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoMP organization, staff hiring training and promotion, establishment of offices, contracting of civil work internally and to private contractors, research and development. The scope of DoMP responsibility includes all facilities required to assist in the transport of people and goods across land air and sea. This includes (but is not limited to) roads, trains, airplanes, airports, ships, ports, power generation, dams, communication, postal services, sewage treatment, water purification and supply. The DoMP is also responsible for land allocation and city planning. All DoMP work (except for the issuance of city building permits) must have the concurrence of the Department of Environmental Protection else legal action may be taken against the DoMP. The DoMP is responsible for the regulation of land development and/or construction in accordance with approved city and urban plans and designs.  


Department of Health (DoH).

 “And recall Our servant Job, when he called upon his Lord: “The devil has afflicted me with hardship and illness”. “Strike the ground with your foot, here is a cold spring to wash with and to drink” (38:41-42)
The DoH is tasked with the management of hospitals and clinics and pharmacies throughout the Republic. The DoH is required to have enough hospitals and clinics to meet the needs of the citizens of the Republic without any charges to the citizen and without undue delay or hassle. The DoH is also tasked with regulating private hospitals, clinics, and pharmacies to ensure they adhere to the code of conduct and standard demanded by the Republic for its citizens. 

· Research & Development.
“Then you shall eat from every fruit, so seek the path your Lord has made easy. From its stomach will emerge a liquid that has different colors, in it is a healing for the people. In that is a sign for a people who will think.” (16:49)

The DoH will commit itself to the research and development of medicines and cures that are manufactured or found in nature to serve mankind and ease suffering and pain.
· Food & Health Regulations.

“Forbidden to you are those that are already dead, and running blood, and the meat of pig, and what was sacrificed to other than God, and that which has been strangled, and that which has been beaten to death, and that which has fallen from a height, and that which has been gored, and that which the wild animals have eaten from except what you managed to rescue, and what has been slaughtered on alters, and that you divide by the arrows of chance. This is all vile. Today the rejecters have given up from your system, so do not fear them, but fear Me. Today I have perfected your system for you, and completed My blessings upon you, and I have accepted that compliance shall be the system for you. So, whoever is forced by severe hunger and not seeking sin, then God is Forgiving, Merciful. They ask you what was made lawful to them, say: “All the good things have been made lawful for you, and what the trained dogs and birds catch, you teach them from what God teaches you. So eat from what they have captured for you and mention God’s name upon it, and be aware of God. God is quick in reckoning.” (5:3-4)

The DoH has the responsibility of licensing and monitoring all food outlets, shops, stores, and traders to ensure that healthy and hygienic practices are maintained. The DoH has the authority to close any offending outlets, shops, or traders who are found to be in violation of the health and hygiene codes. 

· Authorities & Powers of the DoH.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoH under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoH organization, staff hiring training and promotion, establishment of offices, construction of hospitals, clinics and pharmacies, issue licences for private hospitals and/or clinics and/or pharmacies, establishing centres and/or grants for research & development into alternative medicine and cures. The DoH is also responsible for initiating action (including legal) against medical malpractice or negligence, issuing guidelines for food and beverage outlets and traders which are to be monitored through licensing and regulation. The DoH has the power to withdraw or cancel the licence of offending outlets and traders, as well as ensuring the closure of such stores until such time as they are found to be able to comply fully to the required DoH regulations. 



Department of Social Welfare (DoSW).

“Here you are being invited to spend in the cause of God, but some among you turn stingy. And whoever is stingy is only being stingy on himself.  And God is the Rich, while you are the poor. And if you turn away, He will substitute you for another people, then they will not be like you.” (47:38)
The DoSW is responsible for establishing, implementing, and improving on a social welfare program that shall address the basic needs of people within the Republic of food, provisions and shelter. The DoSW shall also promote and encourage private enterprise and individuals to charity work through tax benefits as arranged with the DEDF.

· Charities.
“The charities are to go to the poor, and needy, and those who work to collect them, and those whose hearts have been united, and to free the slaves, and those in debt, and in the cause of God, and the traveller. A duty from God, and God is Knowledgeable, Wise.” (9:60)

Charity programs and work is to be encouraged and supported by the DoSW through the development of specific programs, fund raising events, as well through the issuing of licences to entities who are to be established as charities.
· Authorities & Powers of the DoSW.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoSW under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoSW organization, staff hiring training and promotion, establishment of offices, granting of licences to charities, construction of homes or shelters directly or through sub-contracters.



Department of Environment & Natural Resources (DoENR).

“And what He Has placed for you on earth in various colors. In that are signs for a people who remember. And He is the One who committed the sea, that you may eat from it a tender meat, and that you may extract from it pearls that you wear. And you see the ships flowing through it, so that you may seek from His bounty, and that you may be thankful.” (16:13-14)

“O you who believe, honour your contracts. Made lawful for you are all the animals of the livestock, except that which is being recited to you, and what you are not allowed to hunt of the game while you are under restriction. God decrees as He pleases. O you who believe, do not violate God's decrees, nor the restricted month, nor the guidance, nor what is tagged, nor the harmony of the sacred shrine seeking a bounty from their Lord and a blessing. And when they are permitted for you, then you may hunt. And let not the hatred of another people make you turn away from the sacred temple that you aggress. And bond together in piety and righteousness, and do not bind together in sin and aggression. And be aware of God, for God's retribution is severe.” (5:1-2) 

The mining, extraction, and development of natural resources within the Republic is the responsibility of the DoENR, as is the maintaining of an ecological and natural balance with the environment. The DoENR is responsible for the preservation of wildlife through the study of species and their habits, the control of gaming and the allocation of periods and regulations for hunting, the conduct of ecological research and recommendations, geological surveys and topographical mapping of the Republic’s land, expeditions of research & discovery within the Republic’s borders or abroad, reviewing city plans and rural plans undertaken by the DoMP and granting approval for such plans only if found to be ecologically viable. All goods/resources located below the soil level, or in the sea, shall be considered as available to the Republic for extraction and the proceeds from the sale of such resources shall be held in trust by the DEDF for use of the Republic. The DoENR must compensate equitably any person who’s property is affected by extraction of resources, or whose property lies on the points of extraction of such resources.   
· Penalties for Hunting in Restricted Season.
“O you who believe, do not kill any game while you are restricted; and whosoever of you kills it deliberately, then the recompense is to expiate with the same from the livestock, to be judged by one with justice of you in the form of a fine which shall reach the Kaab’a; or its cancellation shall be the feeding of needy ones, or its equivalent in fasting, that is to taste the results of his deed; God forgives what has past. And whosoever returns, then God will seek vengeance from him. God is Proud, capable of vengeance.” (5:95)
The DoENR has the authority to implement a fine for any offenders who are found to be hunting or who have killed wild game during the restricted season.

· Authorities & Powers of the DoENR.
Within the approved annual budget, the DoENR under the leadership of its Minister has full authority with regards to matters of DoENR organization, staff hiring training and promotion, establishment of offices, research and development into mining and exploration, construction of mining and exploration vehicles and equipment, subcontracting work to independent companies and contractors, negotiating and selling the extracted natural resources with all funds going to the DEDF, fencing and guarding of land which requires wildlife protection, regulating hunting seasons, imposing fines on those hunting outside of permitted season or extracting the Republic’s resources without permission.


Section 5

Legislative Branch of Government (High Court of 12)

The High Court of 12, through the powers and responsibilities granted to them in section 3 of this constitution shall administer the justice system of the Republic through the following people/departments: 

· Court Judges.

“He grants wisdom to whom He chooses, and whoever is granted wisdom, has been given much good. Only those with understanding will remember.” (2:269)

“Invite to the path of your Lord with wisdom and good advice, and argue with them with that which is better. Your Lord is fully aware of who is misguided from His path, and He is fully aware of the guided ones.” (16:125) 

“And it is not for the believers to march out in their entirety. For every battalion that marches out, let a group remain to study the system, and warn their people when they return to them, perhaps they will be aware.” (9:122)

Judges are to be appointed based on the unanimous approval of the High Court for a term of 5-years which may be renewed. The following are the ‘minimum’ qualifications required for a DoJ judge to be considered:

· Must be well verses in the constitution and its laws.

· Must display a high level of maturity and responsibility. 

· Must display a respect for the rights of the individual with no prejudice.

· Must be patient in listening to all parties and all evidence.
· Must be willing to swear the oath of office (see oath below).

Oath of Office: “I (judge name to be placed here) solemnly swear before God and before the witness of the High Court of the Republic to uphold the role of court judge to the best of my abilities and that I shall judge between the people with fairness and justice.  I swear never to abuse my position in any way shape or form for personal gain beyond the indemnities and authorities which have been granted to me. I swear never to carry favour to any person or persons or group be they family members or friends or acquaintances beyond what is fair and just. I swear to live the life I stand for and to promote the laws of peace and justice and equality wherever I may be. I have placed God as a witness over this oath of mine, may He have mercy on my soul and guide my heart and mind to always do right.”  



Department of Justice (DoJ)

“God orders you to deliver anything you have been entrusted with to its owners. And if you judge between the people, then you shall judge with justice. It is always the best that God prescribes for you. God is Hearer, Seer” (4:58)

The DoJ is entrusted with fulfilling the crucial role of ‘justice’ in the Republic and has been separated from the Executive branch of government to give it independence and objectivity. The DoJ rulings shall be enforced in full by the DoSD and such rulings shall be considered binding.  

The DoJ shall comprise of the following courts:

1. Civil Court.

2. Commercial Court.

3. Criminal Court.


1. Civil Court.

This court is assigned with the responsibility of dealing with all legal aspects of family stemming from the issuing of a marriage license, family disputes, divorce proceedings, death & burial, to the handling of wills and inheritance. 
· Requirements for Marriage.
The DoJ requires specific pre-conditions to be met by any people who are requesting a marriage licence: 

1. That the marriage is between a male and a female.

“Do you approach the males of the worlds? And you leave what your Lord has created for you of mates? You are an intrusive people!” (26:165-166)
2. That the male and female requesting marriage have reached puberty.

“And when the children among you reach puberty, then they must ask permission like those who were before them did also. God thus clarifies His revelations for you. And God is Knowledgeable, Wise.” (24:59)

3. That the male and female have parental consent if they are below 19 years. 

“And whoever of you cannot afford to marry the believing independent women, then from the dependant believing young women. God is more aware of your faith, some of you to each other. You shall marry them with the permission of their parents and give them their wage in kindness; to be protected, not for illicit sex or taking lovers. If they become protected, then any of them who comes with lewdness shall have half the punishment of what is for the independent women of the retribution. This is for those who fear hardship from among you. But if you are patient it is better for you, and God is Forgiver, Merciful.” (4:25) 

4. That the male and female requesting marriage are single.

“And marry off those among you that are single, and the good from among your male and female servants. If they are poor, then God will grant them from His grace. And God is Encompassing, Knowledgeable. And let those who are not able to marry continue to be chaste until God enriches them of His Bounty. And if those who are still dependant seek marriage, then marry them off if you find that they are ready, and give them from the wealth of God which He has bestowed upon you. And do not force your daughters into marriage when they have desired chastity, in order that you may make a gain in the goods of this worldly life. But if anyone compels them, then for their compulsion, God is Forgiving, Merciful.” (24:32-33)
5. That the couple is not being re-married for a 4th time, unless the wife had married and divorced another man.
“Divorce may be done twice, then either they remain together equitably, or they separate with kindness. And it is not lawful for you to take back anything you have given the women unless you fear that they will not uphold God’s limits. So if you fear that they will not uphold God’s limits, then there is no sin upon them for what is given back. These are God’s limits so do not transgress them. And whoever shall transgress God’s limits, then these are the wicked. So if he then divorces her after that, she will not be lawful for him until she marries another husband. If the other husband then divorces her, then there is no sin that they come back together if they think they will uphold God’s limits. These are God’s limits, He clarifies them for a people that know.” (2:229-230) 

6. That the male and female are of sound mind and not acting under duress.

“And let those who are not able to marry continue to be chaste until God enriches them of His Bounty. And if those who are still dependants seek marriage, then marry them off if you find that they are ready And give them from the wealth of God which He has bestowed upon you. And do not force your daughters into marriage when they have desired independence, in order that you may make a gain in the goods of this worldly life. But if anyone compels them, then for their compulsion, God is Forgiving, Merciful.” (4:33)

7. The male and female do not belong to the restricted marriage groups.

“And do not marry what you fathers had married from the women, except what has already been done. It is a lewdness, and an abhorrence, and a bad path. Forbidden for you are your mothers, and your daughters, and your sisters, and your fathers' sisters, and your mothers' sisters, and the daughters of your brother, and the daughters of your sister, and your foster mothers who suckled you, and your sisters from suckling, and the mothers of your wives, and your step-daughters residing in your homes from your wives which you have already consummated the marriage with; if you have not consummated the marriage then their is no sin upon you; and the wives of your sons that are from your seed, and that you join between two sisters except what has already been done. God is Forgiving, Merciful. And the already married from the women, except those who become widowed; God’s scripture is over you; and permitted for you is what is beyond this, if you are seeking with your money to be protected and not for illicit sex. As for those whom you have already had joy with them, then you shall give them their wage as an obligation. There is no sin upon you for what you agree to after the obligation. God is Knowledgeable, Wise.” (4:22-24)

8. A dowry to the female has been agreed upon and paid.

“Today, the good things have been made lawful to you, and the food of those who have been given the scripture is lawful for you, and your food is lawful for them; and the independent from the believing women, and the independent from the people of the scripture before you, if you have given them their dowries, protected, chaste, and not seeking to take lovers. And whoever rejects belief, then his work has fallen, and in the Hereafter he is of the losers.” (5:5)

· Family Responsibility.

“The men are to support the women by what God Has granted them over one another and for what they spend of their money. The upright women who are attentive, and keep private the personal matters for what God keeps watch over. As for those women from whom you fear a disloyalty, then you shall advise them, then abandon them in the bedchamber, then separate from them; if they obey you, then do not seek a way over them; God is High, Great.” (4:34)

Under this constitution, the husband is required to provide for all expenses of the family unit within his ability to the effect of food, clothing, and shelter. Any husband who is found negligent of his duties in this regards will face a fine to be imposed by the DoJ to go towards the household and he may also face a prison sentence in cases of recurring negligence.     

· Orphans.

“And give the orphans their money, and do not replace the good with the bad, and do not consume their money to your money; for truly it is a great sin! And if you fear that you cannot be just to the orphans, then marry off those who have consented to you of the women by two’s and three’s and four’s. But if you fear you will not be fair, then you may retain one, or those who are still dependants. This is best that you do not face poverty. And give the women their property willingly, and if they remit any of it to you of their own will, then you may take it with good feelings. And do not give the immature ones their money that God Has entrusted to you, and spend on them from it and clothe them, and speak to them in goodness. And test the orphans until they reach the age of marriage, then if you determine in them sound judgment, then pay them their money, and do not deliberately consume it wastefully nor quickly before they grow up. And whoever is rich, then let him not claim anything, and if he is poor then let him consume only in goodness. If you pay to them their money, then make a witness for them, and God is enough for Reckoning.” (4:2-6)

Orphans are to be accommodated by the closest of kin, or by the Republic if there is no kin or the kin is unwilling, until such time that they are deemed to have reached their maturity. The money/inheritance of the orphan will be held in trust by the Republic until the orphan reaches the age of 19. The custodian may request reimbursement from the trust fund for the cost of such accommodation and expenses of the orphan provided the Republic is able to substantiate such claims.   
· Divorce Procedures.
“O you prophet, if anyone divorces the women, you shall ensure that the divorce interim is fulfilled, and measure the interim. You shall reverence God your Lord. Do not evict the women from their homes, nor shall you make life miserable for them, to force them to leave on their own, unless they commit a proven adultery. These are God's limits. Anyone who transgresses God's limits commits an injustice against himself. You never know; perhaps God will make something good to come out of this.” (65:1)

“Once the interim is fulfilled, then you shall either reconcile with them equitably, or go through with the separation equitably. You shall have two equitable witnesses from among you and give the testimony for God. This is to enlighten those who believe in God and the Last Day. Anyone who reverences God, He will create an exit for him.” (65:2)

“For those who wish to divorce their wives, then they must wait four months. If they retract, then God is Forgiving, Most Merciful.” (2:226) 

“And if they insist on divorce, then God is Hearer, Knowledgeable.” (2:227) 

“And the divorced women shall hold themselves for three menstruation periods; and it is not lawful for them to conceal what God has created in their wombs, if they believe in God and the last day. And their husbands would still have a right to return them in this situation if they both wish to reconcile. And for what obligations the women are owed, so similarly must they fulfil their obligations. But the men will have a greater responsibility over them in this. And God is Proud, Wise.” (2:228) 

 “And if you divorce the women, and they reach their required interim, then you shall either reconcile with them equitably, or separate from them equitably. And do not reconcile with them so you can harm them out of animosity; whoever does so does wickedness to his soul. And do not take God’s revelations lightly. And remember God’s blessings towards you, and what was sent down to you of the scripture and the wisdom, He warns you with it. And be aware of God and know that God is Knowledgeable in all things.” (2:231) 

“And if you divorce the women, and they complete their interim period, then do not prevent them from remarrying their husbands if they amicably agree amongst themselves out of what is best. This is to remind any of you who believe in God and the last day, this is better for you and purer; and God knows while you do not know.” (2:232) 

“And the divorced mothers are allowed to suckle their children two full years, if they wish to complete the suckling cycle. And the man for whom the child is born is responsible for both their provisions and clothing equitably. We do not burden a soul beyond its means. No mother shall be harmed because of her child, nor shall a father be harmed because of his child. And for the guardian is the same requirement. So if they wish to separate out of mutual agreement and council, then there is no sin upon them. And if you want to hire nursing mothers, then there is no sin upon you if you give back what you have been given equitably. And be aware of God, and know that God is watching over what you do.” (2:233) 

“O you who believe, if you marry the believing women, then divorced them before having intercourse with them, then they do not owe you any waiting interim. You shall compensate them, and let them go in an amicable manner.” (33:49)

The husband or wife may initiate divorce proceedings within the following rules:

1. The other party must be made aware of the divorce proceedings.

2. A waiting period of four months is imposed for the couple to reflect.

3. The couple may not be separated during the 4-month waiting period and must live in the same home.

4. Cancellation of the divorce proceedings may take place at any time during the 4-month waiting period.

5. If the divorce is still desired after the waiting period, then it shall be attested by two acceptable witnesses before the court.

6. Divorce may be retracted after the 4-month waiting period only in the case of pregnancy based on the agreement of both parties.

· Husband/Wife Disputes.

“And if a woman fears from her husband rebellion, or desertion, then there is no sin for them to reconcile between themselves; and reconciliation is good. And the souls are brought by need. And if you are kind and do right, then God is expert over what you do.“ (4:128)

“The men are to support the women by what God Has endowed them over one another and for what they spend of their money. The upright women who are attentive, and keep private the personal matters for what God keeps watch over. As for those women from whom you fear rebellion, then you shall advise them, then abandon them in the bedchamber, then separate from them; if they obey you, then do not seek a way over them; God is High, Great.” (4:34)

“And if you fear a split between them, then send a judge from his family and a judge from hers. If they want to reconcile, then God will bring them together. God is Knowledgeable, Expert.” (4:35)

Disputes between a couple are to be resolved through various recommended techniques which are to be attempted in the following sequence: a) advising both parties, b) cessation of sexual intercourse, c) separation, d) involvement of family members of both parties.   
· Adopted children.
“God did not make any man with two hearts in his body. Nor did He make your wives whom you estrange to be your mothers. Nor did He make your adopted children your sons. Such is what you claim with your mouths, but God speaks the truth, and He guides to the path. Name them by retaining their father’s name. That is more just with God. But if you do not know their fathers, then, as your brothers in the system and members of your family. There is no sin upon you if you make a mistake in this respect; but you will be responsible for what your hearts deliberately intend. God is Forgiver, Merciful.” (33:4-5)

Children may be adopted based on the DoJ ensuring that the family is suitable and is able to provide for the adopted child’s needs. Adopted children will retain their originally family name even after adoption and they may not carry the name of the adopting family.  

· Child Custody.
“And the divorced mothers are allowed to suckle their children two full years, if they wish to complete the suckling cycle. And the man for whom the child is born is responsible for both their provisions and clothing equitably. We do not burden a soul beyond its means. No mother shall be harmed because of her child, nor shall a father be harmed because of his child. And for the guardian is the same requirement. So if they wish to separate out of mutual agreement and council, then there is no sin upon them. And if you want to hire nursing mothers, then there is no sin upon you if you give back what you have been given equitably. And be aware of God, and know that God is watching over what you do.” (2:233)
In cases of divorce or separation, the mother is entitled to keep custody of the child upto the age of 2-years. For any children above 2-years, the DoJ will decide the arrangement of custody (either sole or joint) based on the ability and standing of each parent.

· Death & Burial.
“So God sent forth a raven to scratch the land and show him how to deal with the body of his brother. He said: “O my, am I not able to be like this raven and deal with the body of my brother!” So he became of those who regretted.” (5:31)
Dead bodies are to be buried in the earth within the shortest time-frame manageable. Bodies are not to be left to rot or decompose in the open causing a threat to the health of the living.  The DoJ will impose strict fines upon the family of a deceased if it is found that the burial is not being tended to in a timely manner. 

· Inheritance & Wills.
“It is decreed for you that if death should come to any of you, that it is best if he leaves a will for his family and relatives out of goodness; this is a truth for the righteous. Whoever alters it after having heard, then the sin will be upon those who alter it. God is Hearer, Knowing.” (2:180-181)

“O you who believe, a testimony is required between you if death comes to one of you and he makes a will; two who are just amongst you, or two others if you have ventured out in the land and death has come to you; you will hold them after the assembly, and they will swear by God if you have doubt, they will not purchase with it any price, even if he was a near relative, and that we will not conceal the testimony of God, or else we are then of the sinners.” (5:106)

“And those of you who pass away and leave widows behind; a testimony to them that they may enjoy for one year without being made to vacate. If they leave then there is no sin upon you for what they do to themselves in goodness; and God is Noble, Wise.” (2:240)

“God directs you regarding your children: “To the male shall be as that given to two females. If they are only females and more than two, then they will have one third of what is inherited. And if there is only one female, then she will have one half, and to his parents each one of them one sixth of what is inherited if he has children. If he has no children and his parents are the heirs, then to his mother is one third; if he has siblings then to his mother is one sixth. All after a will is carried through or a debt. You parents and your children, you do not know which is closer to you in benefit, a directive from God, God is Knowledgeable, Wise. (4:11)

“And for you is half of what your wives leave behind if they have no children; but if they have a child then to you is one quarter of what they leave behind. All after a will is carried through or a debt. And to them is one quarter of what you leave behind if you have no child; but if you have a child then to them is one eighth of what you leave behind. All after a will is carried through or a debt. And if a man or a woman has no one, but has a brother or sister, then to each one of them is one sixth, but if they are more than this then they are to share in one third. All after a will is carried through or a debt, which does not cause harm. A directive from God, and God is Knowledgeable, Compassionate.” (4:12)

“And they seek a ruling regarding the women, say: “God will give you a ruling regarding them and what is being recited to you in the scripture regarding the female orphans whom you wish to marry off, but have not given them what was decreed for them; as well as the weak from the children: That you stand for the orphans in equality”. Whatever good you do, then God is aware of it.” (4:127)

“They seek a ruling from you, say: “God gives you the ruling for those who have no descendants. If a person passes away and has no children but has a sister, then she shall receive half of what he leaves behind. And he will inherit her fully if she has no child. However, if he has two sisters, then they will receive two thirds of what he left behind; and if he has brothers, male and female, then the male shall receive twice what the female receives”. God makes clear to you that you do not stray; God is aware of all things.” (4:176)
It is recommended of every citizen to attempt to make a will & testament in writing before death to cover the distribution of property and wealth as he/she sees fit. A will which is not made in writing, but which has two credible witnesses may be enforceable if the DoJ judge is satisfied of their testimony being genuine.

In cases where there is no will & testament, or if the will & testament leaves an amount of wealth undistributed, then the following distribution shall be applied to the available wealth: 

1. As regards your children's (inheritance), to each male a share equal to that of two females, i.e. one girl = 1/3 and one boy = 2/3. 

2. If the females are two or more than two, the portion of all of them together shall be 2/3; if it is one female, the portion shall be half. It means that if there are no males and the heirs are only females, their portions shall be divided as above.

3. For parents, one-sixth share (1/6) of the inheritance to each, in case the deceased left children as well. If no children are left and the parents are the only heirs, the mother's, share shall be 1/3 and the father's share shall be 2/3. If the deceased left brothers and sisters, the mother's share is 1/6 (Read it in combination with item 6).

4. In what your wives leave, your share is one-half in case she leaves no children; the share of the husband is 1/4 after the processing of the will and the payment of debt against the deceased.

5. In the bequest of a husband the share of the wife is 1/4, if he has no children, but if he has children, the share of the wife is 1/8 after the processing of the will and payment of debt against the deceased.

6. If the deceased has no children but he has parents, brothers and sisters too, then:

· If there is one brother or one sister, each one of them shall receive 1/6.

· If the number of brothers and sisters is more than one, then together they shall be entitled to 1/3.

· The share of father and mother has been described in item (3).

7. If the deceased has neither children nor living parents but has only brothers and sisters, the distribution of shares shall be:

· If the deceased is a male and has only one sister, her portion shall be half of his bequest;

· If there are two sisters (or more), their (combined) share shall be 2/3;

· If both the inheritors are brothers and sisters, the entire left-over property shall be theirs. The principle of "share of two females equal to share of one male" shall apply;

· If the deceased is a woman, the heir of her left-over property shall be her brother.

Any property or wealth that remains after the distribution guidelines above shall be transferred to the DEDF for use by the Republic. 



2. Commercial Court.

This court is assigned with the responsibility of dealing with all legal aspects of commerce, trade and financial transactions. 
· Breach of Contract.

“O you who believe, honour your contracts. Made lawful for you are all the animals of the livestock, except that which is being recited to you, and what you are not allowed to hunt of the game while you are under restriction. God decrees as He pleases.” (5:1)

Breach of contract is unacceptable and will result in the guilty party being ordered to complete the contract as agreed or to compensate the other contract party for damages incurred by such breach.

· Drug/Alcohol.
“O you who believe, intoxicants, and gambling, and altars, and arrows of chance are tools of affliction used by the devil. You shall avoid him so that you may be successful. The devil only wants to cause strife between you through intoxicants and gambling, and to repel you away from remembering God and from the assembly. Will you be deterred?” (5:90-91)

Drugs, Alcohol if used or conducted outside of the licence issued by the DoTC shall result in the payment of a fine as determined by the DoJ and confiscation of the alcohol/drugs in question and their manufacturing apparatuses. 

· Property Disputes.

“When they entered upon him, he was startled. They said: “Have no fear. We are feuding with one another, so judge between us with truth, and do not wrong us, and guide us in the right path. This is my brother and he owns ninety nine sheep, while I own one sheep. So he said to me: ‘Let me take care of it’ and he pressured me.” He said: “He has wronged you by asking to combine your sheep with his. And most who combine their properties take advantage of one another, except those who believe and do good works, and these are so few.” And David guessed that We had tested him, so he implored his Lord for forgiveness, and fell down kneeling, and repented.” (38:22-24)

The owner of the property or goods by way of title deed or witnesses shall be returned his/her property.

· Financial Interest.

“Those who consume financial interest, they do not rise except as the one who is being beaten by the devil out of direct touch. That is because they have said: “Trade is like financial interest” While God Has made trade lawful, and He has forbidden financial interest. Whoever has received understanding from His Lord and ceases, then he will be forgiven for what was before this and his case will be with God. But whoever returns, they are the people of the Fire, in it they will abide eternally.” (2:275)

Under no condition whatsoever will the charging or paying of interest on money be allowed by the Republic. The concept of interest involves deceit and fraud which will to financial hardship and cheating people out of their possessions. Any individuals found guilty of taking interest on money directly or indirectly (even with the consent of all parties involved) will be subject to the full extent of the law as determined by the Department of Justice and transactions or contracts with interest built in may be found null & void by the DoJ. 

· Borrowing Laws.

“O you who believe, if you borrow debt for a future period, then you shall record it. And let a scribe of justice record it for you; and let not the scribe refuse to record as God Has taught him. Let him record and let the person who is borrowing dictate to him, and let him be aware of God, and let him not reduce from it anything. If the one who is borrowing is immature or weak or he cannot dictate himself, then let his guardian dictate with justice. And bring two witnesses from amongst your men, if they are not two men, then a man and two women from whom you will accept their testimony, so that if one of them becomes misled, then the one can remind the other. And let the witnesses not refuse to come if they are called. And do not fail to record it no matter how small or large until its maturity. That is more just with God and better for the testimony, and better that you do not have doubts; except if it is a trade to be done on the spot between you, then their is no sin upon you if you do not record it. And have witnesses if you trade. No scribe shall be harmed nor any witness; for if you do so then it is vileness on your part, and be aware of God and God teaches you and God is aware of all things.” (2:282)

The lending of money is permitted as long as there is no hidden or evident interest involved. All borrowing contracts must be recorded in writing (even if it is between relatives) with the dictation of the details being provided by the person borrowing the money. 

· Insolvency.

“If the person is facing insolvency, then you shall wait until he becomes able. And if you relinquish it as a charity it is better for you if you knew.” (2:280)

Individuals and companies may file for insolvency if such claim can be substantiated. Once an individual or company has been approved as being ‘insolvent’, then all creditors/lenders must restructure their repayment tenor in line with what is realistic and manageable for the insolvent party.  



3. Criminal Court.

This court is assigned with the responsibility of dealing with all legal aspects of criminal activity and or behavior. 

Rights of the Accused.

All people accused of a crime will have their constitutional rights as outlined in Section 2 temporarily suspended and replaced with the following rights:
1. Presumption of innocence 
“O you who believe, you shall avoid much suspicion, for some suspicion is sinful. And do not spy on one another, nor shall you backbite one another. Would one of you enjoy eating the flesh of his dead brother? You certainly would hate this. You shall observe God. God is Redeemer, Merciful.” (49:12) 

All people accused are considered innocent until proven guilty. The burden of proof falls upon the accuser and not the accused. If the DoJ finds the accused to be innocent of the charges put forth, then no further legal proceedings or accusations on the same case may be presented to any other house of law unless credible new evidence is brought forth.
2. Right to a fair and speedy trial.
“God orders you to deliver anything you have been entrusted with to its owners. And if you judge between the people, then you shall judge with justice. It is always the best that God prescribes for you. God is Hearer, Seer.” (4:58) 

All people accused of a crime have the right to a fair trial which shall be free of prejudice, influence, or any external factors that may cause injustice to occur. The accused also has the right to be tried quickly without undue delay.

3. Right to an Attorney.
He said: “My Lord, I fear that they would deny me. And my chest would become tight, and my tongue would not be able to express; so send for Aaron. And they have charges of a crime against me, so I fear they will kill me.” (26:12-14)

All people accused of a crime shall have the constitutional right to be represented through a specialized attorney if they should so chose. If an attorney cannot be arranged or afforded by the accused, then it is the responsibility of the DoJ to provide an attorney with no expenses to the accused. 

4. Punishment does not to exceed the crime committed. 
“And if you punish, then punish with equivalence to that which you were punished. And if you are patient then it is better for the patient ones.” (16:126) 

The DoJ is responsible for ensuring that all punishments and rulings decreed by its officers are less than or equal to the nature of the. Therefore, excessive bail shall not be required, nor excessive fines imposed, nor cruel and unreasonable punishments inflicted. 

5. Right to be confronted by his/her accuser(s) 

“O you who believe, you shall avoid much suspicion, for some suspicion is sinful. And do not spy on one another, nor shall you backbite one another. Would one of you enjoy eating the flesh of his dead brother? You certainly would hate this. You shall observe God. God is Redeemer, Merciful.” (49:12) 

Any person being accused has the right to face his/her accusers in the DoJ court of law.  

6. Everybody shall bear his/her own burden 

“No person shall bear the burden of another.” (53:38) 

The DoJ is forbidden from making charges or issuing a punishment against any other than the convicted person(s). Family members, relatives, friends, associates, or any other person (even if volunteering to do so) are protected from undue punishment and may not be traded for the convicted person nor may they take his/her place.

7. Right to Appeal.
 “And David and Solomon, when they gave judgment in the case of the crop that was damaged by the sheep of the people, and We were witness to their judgment. So We gave Solomon the correct understanding, and both of them We have given wisdom and knowledge. And We committed the mountains with David to praise as well as the birds. This is what We did.” (21:78-79)
All people have the right to appeal a DoJ criminal ruling which is found to be against them by requesting that a new trail be set with a different judge presiding. The request for appeal may be made at any time by the accused or his/her attorney and a new trial with a different judge must be grated by the DoJ without undue delay from the date of the request. The accused may be held in custody during the appeal period or he/she may be released based on a guarantee to return for trial depending on the nature of the crime question. In case the appeal court finds the accused innocent, then the case shall be passed to the High Court of 12 for the final decision in the matter. An appeal may only be carried out one time, unless it can be proven through credible evidence that both trials did not display fairness or a full analysis of facts, in which the High Court of 12 will preside over the matter, and their judgement supersede all other judgements and shall be final.  

8. Protection from Re-Trial.
“He is not questioned about what He does, while they will be questioned.” (21:23)

An accused person may not be tried for the exact same crime if found to be innocent by the initial DoJ court. 

Trial Guidelines.

All DoJ trials and judges are to observe the following guidelines:

· Inadmissible Evidence.

And do not uphold what you have no knowledge of. For the hearing, eyesight, and mind all these you are responsible for.” (17:36) 
Testimony can only be given for what was witnessed first hand. Hearsay is inadmissible in a DoJ court of law.

· Seek clarification.

“O you who believe, if a wicked person comes to you with any news, then you shall investigate it. Lest you harm a people out of ignorance, then you will become regretful over what you have done.” (49:6) 

The DoJ is required to thoroughly investigate all cases and claims that come to its attention and to examine all sides of a case before passing judgment. 

· State of the Accused.

“There is no blame upon the blind, nor is there any blame upon the crippled, nor is there any blame upon the ill, nor is there any blame upon yourselves, if you eat at your homes, or the homes of your fathers, or the homes of your mothers, or the homes of your brothers, or the homes of your sisters, or the homes of your uncles, or the homes of your aunts, or the homes of your mothers” brothers, or the homes of your mothers” sisters, or the homes that belong to you and you possess their keys, or the homes of your friends. You commit nothing wrong by eating together or as individuals. When you enter any home, you shall greet each other a greeting from God that is blessed and good. God thus explains the revelations for you, that you may understand.” (24:61)

The DoJ is to take into account and use its judgement regarding the physical and mental state of the accused. Actions committed by a fully competent and able adult are not the same as those committed by a person who is mentally ill or suffering from a temporary illness/insanity.  

· Bearing Witness.

“O you who believe, stand with justice as witnesses to God, even if against yourselves, or the parents or the relatives. Even though he may be rich or poor, then God is more worthy of them, so do not follow your desires from being just. And if you twist or turn away, then God is Expert over what you do.” (4:135)

 “O you who believe, if you borrow debt for a future period, then you shall record it. And let a scribe of justice record it for you; and let not the scribe refuse to record as God Has taught him. Let him record and let the person who is borrowing dictate to him, and let him be aware of God, and let him not reduce from it anything. If the one who is borrowing is immature or weak or he cannot dictate himself, then let his guardian dictate with justice. And bring two witnesses from amongst your men, if they are not two men, then a man and two women from whom you will accept their testimony, so that if one of them becomes misled, then the one can remind the other. And let the witnesses not refuse to come if they are called. And do not fail to record it no matter how small or large until its maturity. That is more just with God and better for the testimony, and better that you do not have doubts; except if it is a trade to be done on the spot between you, then their is no sin upon you if you do not record it. And have witnesses if you trade. No scribe shall be harmed nor any witness; for if you do so then it is vileness on your part, and be aware of God and God teaches you and God is aware of all things.” (2:282)

Witnesses cannot be harmed in any way as a result of their testimony. This includes being forced to be a witness against him/herself. Witnesses must present themselves when required to do so by the DoJ and may not refuse to give testimony of what they have witnessed. The DoJ may take the appropriate action against witnesses that refuse to give testimony (unless it is against themselves).  

· Confessions of Guilt.
“He said: “Did we not raise you amongst us as a new born, and you stayed with us for many of your years?. And you did what deed you did, and you are of the rejecters” He said: “I did it, and I was of those misguided” (26:18-20)

“Whosoever rejects God after having believed; except for one who is forced while his heart is still content with belief; but the one who opens his chest to rejection, then they will have a wrath from God and they will have a great retribution.” (16:106)
Confessions are admissible in court provided they are made by the accused person directly without duress or intimidation. Confessions under duress or intimidation or not spoken directly by the accused are considered invalid and may not be used to pass judgement with. 

· False Accusations.
“O you who believe, if a wicked person comes to you with any news, then you shall investigate it. Lest you harm a people out of ignorance, then you will become regretful over what you have done. (49:6)

False accusations or lodging of fabricated evidence or testimony grants the DoJ the right to prosecute the party involved in such activity either through a fine or a prison depending on the scope of the accusations made.  

· Sanctity of the home and personal property 

“O you who believe, do not enter any homes except your own unless you are invited and you greet the people in them. This is best for you, perhaps you will remember. But, if you do not find anyone in them then do not enter until you are given permission. And if you are told to go back, then return for it is purer for you. And God is aware of what you do. There is no sin upon you that you enter homes which are uninhabited if in them there are belongings of yours. And God knows what you reveal and what you conceal.” (24:27-29) 

Evidence obtained from a residential home without the consent of the owner or a DoJ search warrant is inadmissible as evidence. 

· Injunction against spying 

“O you who believe, you shall avoid much suspicion, for some suspicion is sinful. And do not spy on one another, nor shall you backbite one another. Would one of you enjoy eating the flesh of his dead brother? You certainly would hate this. You shall observe God. God is Redeemer, Merciful.” (49:12) 

Evidence obtained through spying or eavesdropping is inadmissible in a DoJ court.  

· Juveniles and young adults.

“O mankind, if you are in doubt as to the resurrection, then We have created you from dirt, then from semen, then from a clot, then from a lump of flesh developed and undeveloped so that We make it clear to you. And We allow it in the wombs as We wish to an appointed time, then We bring you out a child, then you reach your maturity, and of you are those who are made to die, and of you are those who are sent to an old age where he will not be able to learn any new knowledge after what he already has. And you see the land still, but when We send down the water to it, it shakes and grows, and it brings forth of every lovely pair.” (22:5)

“And whoever of you cannot afford to marry the believing mature women, then from what you are bound to by your oaths of the believing young women. God is more aware of your faith, some of you to each other. You shall marry them with the permission of their parents and give them their wage in kindness; to be protected, not for illicit sex or taking lovers. If they become protected, then any of them who comes with lewdness shall have half the punishment of what is for the mature women of the retribution. This is for those who fear hardship from among you. But if you are patient it is better for you, and God is Forgiver, Merciful.” (4:25) 

The DoJ is to take the age of the accused person into account when issuing judgements. All citizens of the age 19 and below will be transferred automatically to the juvenile court.  Young people and mature adults are never to be treated as the same in issuing judgement. The DoJ is responsible for establishing a ‘juvenile court’ to deal with such differences. In the example given in 4:25 above, a young adult who commits adultery will receive half the punishment of a mature adult (i.e. 50 lashes).

Crimes & Judgements

Below are guidelines for criminal rulings based on key offences. Other offences which are not listed are left to the DoJ to decide in based on the principle of “equitable punishment” (16:126).

· Murder/Violence.

“And We have decreed for them in it that a life for a life, and an eye for an eye, and a nose for a nose, and an ear for an ear, and a tooth for a tooth, and that wounds to be similar; and whosoever remits anything of it, then it will cancel sins for him; and whosoever does not judge by what God Has sent down, then these are the wicked.” (5:45)

Physical crimes may be punished by the DoJ upto the same level of the physical crime committed. Murder is met with execution, and a cut is met with a cut. However, the person or family of the person who has been harmed may remit the punishment in part or in full. Such remittance of punishment will override the DoJ ruling on this matter.   

· Accidental Death.

“And it is not for a believer to kill another believer except by accident. And whoever kills a believer by accident, then he shall set free a believing slave, and give compensation to the family; except if they remit it. If he was from a people who are enemies to you, and he was a believer, then you shall set free a believing slave. And if he was from a people between whom you had a covenant, then a compensation to his family, and set free a believing slave. Whoever does not find, then the fasting of two months sequentially as a repentance from God; God is Knowledgeable, Wise.” (4:92)
Accidental death (manslaughter) must be met with: a) freeing of any believing slave, b) giving financial compensation to the family of the victim. The financial compensation may be withheld only if the family of the victim belong to the enemy camp, or if the family remits the compensation. If no believing slaves are found to be freed, then the DoJ ruling shall be for the accused to fast for two consecutive months (60-days) from sunrise till night.  

· Suicide.

“O you who believe, do not consume your money between you unjustly, except through a trade which is mutually agreed by you. And do not kill yourselves; God is Merciful towards you. And whoever does so out of animosity and wickedness, We will cast him to a Fire; and this for God is very easy.” (4:29-30) 

Suicide is prohibited by law under this constitution. Any person found guilty of attempting suicide must be professionally counselled or restrained until such time as the DoJ sees the threat of suicide is no longer present.

· Abortion.

“Say: “Come let me recite to you what your Lord Has forbidden for you: that you should not set-up anything with Him; and be kind to your parents; and do not kill your unborn children for fear of poverty, We provide for you and for them; and do not come near evil, what is plain of it or subtle; and do not kill the soul which God Has forbidden, except by justice. That is what He enjoined you that you may comprehend” (6:151)

Abortion is only permitted in any of the following cases: a) undeveloped fetus, or b) child deformity, or c) if there is a clear threat to the life of the pregnant mother. Other than this, abortion is considered a crime to which both parents may be prosecuted and face fines and/or prison sentence.

· Rebellion/Spying/Espionage.

“The recompense of those who fight God and His messenger, and seek to make corruption in the land, is that they will be killed or crucified or that their hands and feet be cut off on alternate sides or that they be banished from the land; that is a disgrace for them in this world and in the Hereafter they will have a great retribution. Except for those who repent before you overtake them, then know that God is Forgiving, Merciful.” (5:33-34)

Any person convicted of endangering the lives of citizens of the Republic through espionage, spying, sedition, incitement of violence,  or mutiny will be liable to the full extent of the law as determined by the DoJ ranging from execution, to amputation of alternate limbs, to deportation from the land. However, an exception exists for those who surrender themselves willingly to the DoSD before being found or captured and repent from their actions. Such cases will not be subject to the penalties of rebellion, but are subject to the penalties of equivalence for any crimes committed.
· Slavery
“Do you know which is the difficult path?. The freeing of slaves. “ (90:12-13)

Any attempt made to own or enslave a human being (even with the consent of the person enslaved) is completely forbidden under this constitution and will bring about the most severe penalties by the DoJ including fines and imprisonment. Persons owning slaves prior to the implementation of this constitution are encouraged to set them free as an act of righteousness and brotherhood.   

· Bribery.

“And do not consume your money between you unjustly by bribing the decision makers so that you may consume a part of the other people’s money sinfully while you know!” (2:188)

Paying bribes to employees in government or otherwise will result in the DoJ taking immediate action against the person making the bribe through confiscation of the bribe amount, or/and the imposing of a fine, or/and sentencing the person to a prison sentence as determined appropriate by the DoJ Judge. Any government official in the DoJ or other government agency or body found guilty of accepting a bribe will be subject to termination of employment and/or payment of a fine and/or prison sentence.

· Indecent Exposure/Pornography.

“O Children of Adam, We have sent down for you garments to cover your bodies, as well as feathers; and the garment of righteousness is the best. That is from God’s signs, perhaps they will remember.” (7:26)
“Tell the believing men to lower their gaze and keep covered their private parts, for that is purer for them. God is fully aware of what you do. And tell the believing women to lower their gaze and keep covered their private parts, and that they should not show-off their beauty except what is apparent, and let them place their covers over their chests. And let them not show-off their beauty except to their husbands, or their fathers, or fathers of their husbands, or their sons, or the sons of their husbands, or their brothers, or the sons of their brothers, or the sons of their sisters, or their children that come after them, or those who are still their dependants, or the male servants who are without need, or the child who has not yet understood the composition of women. And let them not move their hips in a manner that reveals what they are keeping hidden of their beauty. And repent to God all of you believers that you may succeed.” (24:30-31)

The minimum legal requirement for public display is that men and women both cover their lower private parts (genatilia, buttocks), in addition to women covering their breasts. 
· Adultery.

“The adulteress and the adulterer, you shall lash each of them one hundred lashes, and do not let any pity take you over God’s system if you believe in God and the last day. And let a group of the believers witness their punishment. The adulterer will only marry an adulteress or one who is an idolatress. And the adulteress, she will only be married to an adulterer or an idolater. And this has been forbidden for the believers. And those who accuse the independent women and they do not bring forth four witnesses, then you shall lash them eighty lashes and do not ever accept their testimony. Those indeed are the evildoers. Except those who repent after this and do right, then God is Forgiving, Merciful” (24:2-5) 

Adultery is the act of sexual intercourse between a man and woman who are not married to one another. Any accusation of adultery will not be accepted unless four eye witnesses are produced to support the adultery charges. The witnesses must have seen the act of sexual intercourse firsthand (hearsay, circumstantial or any other non direct evidence will not be accepted). In case four true witnesses are presented, then the DoJ will issue the required sentence of 100 lashes for both the man and woman involved in the adultery. The lashings must be publicly witnessed to cause embarrassment to the guilty parties. 

In case four witness are not presented or the witnesses are not all found to be true, then the person who brought forth the accusation and the persons who gave false testimony will be lashed 80 lashes each and will be refused future testimonies with the DoJ unless they repent publicly and in writing to the DoJ.

· Accusations of Adultery by a Husband.

“And those who accuse their wives, but they have no witnesses except for themselves, then the testimony of one of them is to be equivalent to that of four witnesses if he is swearing by God that he is being truthful. And the fifth shall be God’s curse upon him if he is one of those lying. And the punishment will be averted from her if she testifies four times by God that he is of the liars. And the fifth shall be that God’s curse is upon her if he is speaking the truth.” (24:6-9)

A man may accuse his wife of adultery with the DoJ without having any witnesses except himself if he swears an oath to God four times that he is true. However, the wife may rebuke his testimony of she swears an oath to God four times that he is lying. The DoJ judge must remind the husband after each time he swears of the consequences of God’s curse being upon him is he is not being. The DoJ judge likewise is to remind the wife who counters the oath with her own that God’s curse will be upon her if her husband is telling the truth.  If the wife is found guilty, then she shall face the punishment of Adultery as stipulated under the DoJ authority (100 lashes in public).  

· Theft/Financial Fraud.

“The male thief, and the female thief, you shall confiscate their belongings as a punishment for their crime, and to serve as a deterrent from God. God is Almighty, Wise. Whosoever repents after his wrongdoing and makes reparations, then God will accept his repentance. God is Forgiving, Merciful.” (5:38-39)

In cases of proven theft, the DoJ shall order the return of the stolen item(s)/good(s)/property or their equivalent value, as well as the confiscation of the assets of the thief equal to the amount stolen, as well as payment or compensation for any damages caused by the thief. In cases where the thief is unable to return the stolen property or its value, nor does the thief have any assets that may be confiscated, then the DoJ shall rule to hold the thief in custody and sentence him to labour work at a fair market price which shall serve to return the value of the stolen goods.  Financial fraud (which includes bounced cheques) may be dealt with through the imposing of fines and/or prison sentence depending on the nature of crime and amounts involved.
· Sexual Molestation/Rape.

“And as they rushed towards the door, she tore his shirt from behind; and they found her master at the door. She said: “What is the punishment of he who wanted to molest your family? Is it not that he be jailed or punished painfully?” (12:25)

“And he said to the one whom he thought would be saved of them: “Remember me with your lord” But the devil made him forget to mention to his Lord, so He remained in prison for a few years.” (12:42)
Cases of sexual molestation or rape if proven to be accurate will carry either a prison sentence (not to exceed 5-years based on the example of 12:42) and/or a physical punishment as determined by the DoJ (the physical punishment shall be that of lashings and may not be excessive to the nature of the crime committed). A husband cannot be accused of raping his wife or sexually molesting her and vice versa.

· Homosexuality.

“And the two females who commit lewdness from among your women, then bring four witnesses over them from amongst you; if they bear witness, then you shall restrict them in the homes until death takes them, or God makes for them a way out. And the two males who commit it from amongst you, then you shall annoy them. If they repent and amend, then leave them alone. God is Redeemer, Merciful.” (4:15-16)

Homosexuality by females, if proven by four witnesses, shall be punishable by restraining the guilty women under ‘home arrest’ until they cease such activity. As for homosexuality in men, it shall be upon the DoJ to incur a punishment designed to ‘annoy’ such men from engaging in homosexual acts through public announcement or embarrassment. The punishment is to be waived in case the accused repents from such activity.   

· Negligence & Impeachment.
“O you who believe, do not betray God and the messenger, nor betray your trust, while you know.  “ (8:27)

“It was not for any prophet that he should embezzle, and he who embezzles will be brought with what he has embezzled on the day of resurrection, then every soul will be given what it has earned without being wronged.” (3:161)

All government employees and officials upto the level of the Council and High Court itself are fully accountable for their position and all the responsibilities and duties entailed therein. The list below contains acts if any of which are done by any government representative then this is sufficient cause to begin a legal inquiry into that individual or group’s behaviour by the DoJ:

· Lying on government or state matters.

· Embezzlement of funds using position or authority.

· Incompetence.

· Endangering the Republic or its citizens.

· Unethical/Immoral conduct.

· Criminal activity.

If the DoJ finds the defendant guilty of any of the charges listed, then the DoJ judge may immediately call for the relieve of such an official of his/her public title and office. The defendant will retain the right to appeal such judgement with a different judge presiding. 

 

Department of Citizenship & Immigration

“O you prophet, if the believing women come to make allegiance to you that they will not set up anything beside God, nor steal, nor commit adultery, nor kill their children, nor fabricate any falsehood, nor disobey you in any just matter, you shall accept their allegiance, and pray to God to forgive them. God is Forgiver, Merciful.” (60:12) 
Under the authority and structure of the DoJ shall be the department of citizenship & immigration to regulate, grant, or deny citizenship to new applicants and immigrants.  

· Requirements for new Citizens.

Applicants for citizenship must be mature adults (19 years or older) who are residing within the boundaries and/or jurisdiction of the Republic or who emigrate to its borders/towns or who wish to emigrate to its borders. 

Applicants for citizenship will undergo a screening process/interview to determine potential value added to the Republic.

Applicants who pass the test are then required, of their own free will, to agree to the constitution by swearing the oath of allegiance to uphold its laws and its structure at all times (see oath below).  

Oath of citizenship: “I swear before God an allegiance to the constitution and laws of the Republic, to uphold at all times in private and public. I swear not to steal, nor to lie, nor to commit acts of lewdness, nor to break any of the laws of the Republic. I will attempt to live my life according to the moral and ethical values of the Republic, to contribute my intellect and efforts to the betterment of life for all citizens. I have placed God as a witness over this oath of mine, may He have mercy on my soul and guide my heart and mind to always do right”. 



Section 6

· Amendments to the Constitution
“He said: “O my people, do you see that if I am on clear evidence from my Lord, and He Has provided me with good provision from Him, then I would not want to contradict by doing what I am deterring you from. I only want to fix what I can, and my guidance is only with God. To Him I place my trust, and to Him I repent.” (11:88)
The Constitution is a document written based on a specific understandings of concepts and words in the book of God (the Quran). If this work or any of its sections is found to have error or to be contradictory or to be missing details that are required for the betterment of life of the Republic and its citizens, then it is the duty and responsibility of government to make ‘amendments’ to the constitution in the following manner:

1. Recommendation for amendment must be initiated by the Council of 12 unanimously.

2. Recommendation for amendment must be supported by a clear Quranic text with no ambiguity nor quotation out of context.

3. Amendment shall be presented to the High Court of 12 for study and endorsement.

4. Amendment cannot take away or dilute from the rights of the citizens outlined in section 2 of this constitution in any shape way of form.

5. Amendment cannot merge the executive branch and legal branch of government under one leadership nor duplicate their roles.

6. Amendment requested must not be with the intent of manipulation of the constitution through fraud or deceit or have malicious intent.

7. Once a recommendation is endorsed by the High Court, then it shall be presented to the citizens of the Republic for voting.

8. Amendments which obtain a 66% or higher approval shall be enforced as law in the Republic.

9. Amendments to the constitution must be listed separately under section 6 in the new and revised constitution while leaving the original text of the constitution as is with no changes.   
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
